As of today, June 25, 2021, 85 new cases of the virus have been identified in Manitoba.  8 new cases in 

the Northern Health Region; 53 cases in Winnipeg.  In the Northern Region there are 632 Alpha (UK) 

Variant cases, 51 Delta Variant (B.1.617.2) and 52 Unspecified Variant cases.   

Numbers of Variants are growing in Winnipeg & the Northern Health Region. People going out for 

Medicals should still be very vigilant for your safety.
