Continued – Bill remains in its assigned committee to await further hearings, amendments, etc. 
Reported – The committee has voted the bill out of committee and recommends its passage on the 
House or Senate floor 
Referred – A newly introduced bill is assigned to a committee 
Introduced – A new bill that has recently been assigned a number 
Scheduled but not heard – A bill that was supposed to have a hearing in committee, but was 
passed over due to sponsor/chair request 
Cancelled - Awaiting a new hearing date 
Enacted - A bill that has passed both House and Senate and has been signed by the Governor
