Because of his illustration background, 
he is equally comfortable with the landscape 
and the figure. Many of his paintings are in the 
U.S. Air Force Historical Art Collection in the 
Smithsonian Institute and the Pentagon.  
     He recently won the "Collector's Choice 
Award" and the Southwest Magazine "Quick 
Draw" Award at the Laguna Beach Invitational 
Plein Air Competition, as well as the "Best of 
Show" at the Grand Canyon Celebration of 
Art, and the Gold Medal at the Carmel Art 
Festival. Collectors include the Marriott Hotels 
and Resorts, The Irvine Company, Hoag 
Hospital, California State Parks and many 
corporate as well as private commissions. 
Michael is a member of the Oil Painters of 
America, The Society of Illustrators, and a 
Signature Member of the California Art Club 
and the Laguna Plein Air Painters Association.

         COAL needs your help! Our demonstration 
program for 2016 is in danger of being cancelled! We 
are asking for someone to assume the position of 
Program Director. A quick overview of duties is 
scheduling the artists, accompanying them during 
judging, recording and notifying the winners and 
hanging the ribbons.  
     If we can’t fill this position in the next month or 
two, we will have to terminate the program which 
will have a major impact on the grant money we 
receive from the City. If anyone is interested, please 
contact me.  
     As you all know COAL has been looking to 
increase our membership which is vital to the 
successful operation of our Gallery. To this end, the 
Board has decided to offer an incentive to members. 
This will be a $25.00 credit used at take-in to reduce 
entry fees. To receive this credit, the new member’s 
application should be clearly marked “Sponsored by: 
___________________.” You will be mailed a 
voucher which can be used to enter any show and 
will be good through the December 2015 show. This 
$25 will be for each new person you bring in, i.e. two 
members = $50.00, 3 members = $75.00 etc. This 
offer expires April 30th. This will only be valid to 
brand new members or returning members who have 
not been members during 2014.  

The fee will be $20 for members or $25 for non-
members or a single day fee of $10. Parking 
passed will be available both days for the 
employees lot, across Grand Ave. 
     One of the great things about this sale is there 
will be no gallery commission, unless you process 
the sale on the gallery credit card machine. If 
processed on the machine the sale will  be treated 
as a normal gallery sale. 
     There should be a lot of foot traffic for the 
show as tourist season will have started.
