Governor Murphy’s order excludes the following types of businesses:

Grocery stores, farmer’s markets and farms that sell directly to customers, and other
food stores, including retailers that offer a varied assortment of foods comparable to
what exists at a grocery store

Pharmacies and medical marijuana dispensaries

Medical supply stores

Gas stations

Convenience stores

Ancillary stores within healthcare facilities

Hardware and home improvement stores

Banks and other financial institutions

Laundromats and dry-cleaning services

Stores that principally sell supplies for children under five years

Pet stores

Liquor stores

Car dealerships, but only for auto maintenance and repair, and auto mechanics
Printing and office supply shops

Mail and delivery stores

Recently added to the above list are: Mobile phone retail & repair shops; bicycle shops (only
for service & repair); livestock feed stores; nurseries, garden centers; and farming equipment

stores.
