TERMS OF REFERENCE - NOMINATIONS 
 

RESEARCH FIELD  

The award recipient will come from the field of human medical health.  
 

JUDGING CRITERIA  

 Potential for the nominee’s contribution to science to directly or indirectly lead to the 

improvement of human health (40%) 

 Potential for the nominee to continue to make research contributions in the field of 

human health (30%) 

 Nominee’s accomplishments based on academic and employment record, research 

grants and awards received, cited publications, and other examples of research 

productivity (30%) 
 

ELIGIBILITY 

 The clinician and/or scientist must not be employed by a commercial organisation.  

 The work must have been carried out mainly in Australia and must demonstrate 

scientific credibility and merit 

 The award recipient will be selected by an independent panel which will include 

members from the scientific and clinical community, the panel members judgement 

is final  
 

AWARD 

 The GSK Award for Research Excellence Trophy to commemorate the occasion.  

 $80,000 independent research grant paid to the recipient’s institution to further the 

researcher’s work and knowledge.  The grant will be paid to the researcher’s 

institution and not to the individual.  

 It is required that the award recipient be available to attend the Award presentation 

on Thursday 9 December in Sydney
