
Listing Distribution is the 
syndication of listings to 
consumer search websites 
(often called portals). At Stellar 
MLS, this distribution occurs via 
a data feed from the MLS 
system that brokers control 
from their MLS dashboards.

Brokers, you can select which 
third-party online portals you 
choose to share your offices’ listings 
with via the Stellar MLS dashboard 
and the Broker dashboard section 
of the Stellar Portal. 

Agents, If your broker has opted into various websites made available through Stellar MLS, 
you are able to send your listing to those websites within Matrix on a 

listing-by-listing basis during data input.
