The Tropical Fruits Inc. has developed this strategic plan as the framework to achieving the goals
and aspirations for the future of the organisation. It acts as a public statement that outlines how
the Tropical Fruits will implement its values, mission and vision.

The Strategic Plan was initially developed at a strategic planning day, 9 April 2011, by some
members of the Tropical Fruits Committee and its members, with a second major draft developed
on 27 September 2014.

Vision and values
Our mission is to:

1. To provide an atmosphere of self-respect, acceptance and friendship, in which members can
enjoy fellowship and all the benefits of a social club without any political affiliation;
2. To be a not-for profit, charitable organisation;

3. To support any like association or charity;

4. To assist in overcoming the isolation of gay, lesbian, bisexual, trans* and intersex (GLBTI)
members;

5. To relay appropriate information through a regular newsletter;

6. To hold regular social events;

7. To promote the social development of the GLBTI community in the Northern Rivers Region;

8. To assist members of the Northern Rivers GLBTI community through community

disbursements.
