How did she do that? DIANNE WIDOM has students who come repeatedly over
the years to her classes in Erie, so she experiments to provide them with fresh
ideas. This piece began with applying thick gesso with a painting knife, then
pouring diluted watercolor paints (from tubes) over that base, and tilting the
board for direction. Step 3 was a pour of diluted gesso. One of these pieces sold
since the national show (for $475!).

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Member Interview: Helen Harrison

Being able to draw at an early age gave Helen Harrison a lot of positive feedback, which
encouraged her to study art through college and into graduate school. After only one
graphic design class, on-the-Job learning led her to art directorships for a number of
different publishing companies.

In 1984, before the PC revolution, she bought her first Mac, a 512k wonder with a little
floppy disc and no hard drive! From there, she combined technology with design for
over 30 years. Helen was an art director for two Chicago book publishing companies
which were on the cutting edge of electronic publishing in the late 80's. She moved to
Colorado in 1994 to work as an art director for a publishing company in Loveland. In '97
she became the art director for a Boulder clothing company. Eventually, she left that
company to run her own freelance design business until the crash of 2008. That's when
most of her clients cut back on the use of freelancers and Helen decided to become

semi-retired.

Helen often works now in conte, pencil, charcoal, and oils, as well as the Procreate App on an iPad, which she finds a
very natural medium. At one point, having listed a vast collection of interests, she pauses and chuckles, "If | do all this
stuff, why am | not rich?"

She applies herself to teaching art skills in LAA, ever since Donna Sorenson invited her to join the group. She began
working with Susannah Van Dyke to teach rec center drawing classes and has now taken over Susannah's painting class
following the latter's retirement. Her very welcoming LAA-sponsored Drawing Study Group has gone on for more than
a year, with 20 people now enjoying the camaraderie and learning new techniques and materials. Further, since our
web master, Hong Wu, moved on to other pursuits, that's primarily Helen's work you see when you pull up our web
site. Helen lives here in Louisville with her electrical engineer husband, Jim.- mckee

Creating Dramatic Textured Paintings using Watercolor and Acrylic Gesso

Saturday January 19, 2019, 11am-2pm *Note the time change! This dabbler starts two hours later than most of our dabblers.
We begin with a gesso texture applied with a trowel-shaped palette knife on illustration board. When the gesso dries,
diluted watercolors are poured over the surface. Then diluted gesso is poured on the painting, followed by more
watercolor. The process is repeated until the painting is finished.

This is a wonderful technique for creating dramatic water effects, changing weather, trees, etc...or just to create a
beautiful abstract.
