Police Captain Johnson explained that on May 1, 2018 Officer Eric Schultz was working an off duty security detail at
the Pioneer Youth Baseball and Softball Association in Fort Worth. He responded to the report of a woman down and
provided CPR until MedStar Ambulance and the Fort Worth Fire Department arrived on the scene. He added that
follow up contact with the victim’s family and MedStar Management verified that Officer Schultz’s action was critical
to the woman’s survival. He stated that the victim and her family are present tonight as well as the paramedics that
responded to the incident. He recommended that Officer Schultz receive the Life Saving Award. Mayor Flippo
commended Officer Schultz on his actions. He then presented the Life Saving Award to Officer Schultz as well as a
Life Saving Bar to be worn on his uniform. Officer Schultz expressed his appreciation for the recognition.

He added that staff concurs with
the recommendation.
