You have filled all creation with light and life; heaven and earth are
full of your glory.

We praise you for the grace shown to your people in every age: the promise to
Israel, the rescue from Egypt, the qift of the promised land, the words of the
prophets; and, at this end of all the ages, the gift of your Son, who proclaimed
the good news in word and deed and was obedient to your will, even to giving
his life.
