June 29: St. Paul & St. Peter Feast

St. Peter was one of the 12 apostles, as well as the
first pope and founder of the Roman Church. Pe-
ter, who was named Simon, was a fisherman of
Galilee. Jesus gave him the name Cephas (Petrus
in Latin), which means ‘Rock,” because he was to
become the rock upon which Christ would build
His Church. He was martyred sometime around
AD 64 in the circus of Nero. Since he was not a
Roman citizen his death was crucifixion.
According to tradition, he requested to be cruci-
fied upside down because he did not consider
himself worthy to die in the same way as Jesus.

St. Paul was the Apostle of the Gentiles. His let-
ters are included in the writings of the New Testa-
ment, and through them we learn much about his
life and the faith of the early Church. Although
he never met Jesus, he is widely acclaimed as one
of the most important apostles who spread the
word of Jesus and the nascent Christianity. 13 out
of the 27 books of the bible are attributed to St.
Paul. Before receiving the name Paul, he was Saul,
a Jewish pharisee who zealously persecuted Chris-
tians in Jerusalem. Saul's conversion took place as
he was on his way to Damascus to persecute the
Christian community there. As he was traveling
along the road, he was suddenly surrounded by a
great light from heaven. He was blinded and fell
off his horse. He then heard a voice saying to him,
“Saul, Saul, why do you persecute me?” He an-
swered: “Who are you, Lord?” Christ said: “I am
Jesus, whom you are persecuting.” Saul continued
to Damascus, where he was baptized and his sight
was restored. He took the name Paul and spent
the remainder of his life preaching the Gospel.
During Nero’s persecution of the Chris- .
tians, Paul was martyred as well. Since
he was a Roman citizen his death was
the more lenient beheading.

St. Peter and Paul are both patron
saints of Rome and considered corner-
stones of the Church.

29 de junio: Fiesta de San Pablo y San Pedro

San Pedro fue uno de los 12 apdstoles, asi como el
primer papa y fundador de la Iglesia Romana. Pe-
dro, que se llamaba Simén, era pescador de Galilea.
Jesus le dio el nombre de Cefas (Petrus en latin),
que significa "Roca", porque €l se convertiria en la
roca sobre la cual Cristo edificaria Su Iglesia. Fue
martirizado en algin momento alrededor del 64
d.C. en el circo de Nerén. Como no era ciudadano
romano, su muerte fue crucifixién.

Segun la tradicion, pidid ser crucificado boca abajo
porque no se consideraba digno de morir de la mis-
ma manera que Jesus.

San Pablo fue el apéstol de los gentiles. Sus cartas
estan incluidas en los escritos del Nuevo Testamen-
to y, a través de ellas, aprendemos mucho sobre su
vida y la fe de la Iglesia primitiva. Aunque nunca
conocid a Jesus, es ampliamente aclamado como
uno de los apdstoles mas importantes que difundie-
ron la palabra de Jests y el cristianismo naciente.
13 de los 27 libros de la Biblia se atribuyen a San
Pablo. Antes de recibir el nombre de Pablo, era lla-
mado Saulo, un fariseo judio que perseguia con ce-
lo a los cristianos en Jerusalén. La conversién de
Saulo tuvo lugar cuando se dirigia a Damasco para
perseguir a la comunidad cristiana alli. Mientras
viajaba por el camino, de repente se vio rodeado
por una gran luz del cielo. Quedé cegado y se cay6
de su caballo. Entonces escuché una voz que le de-
cia: "Saulo, Saulo, jpor qué me persigues?" El res-
pondid: ";Quién eres, Sefior?" Cristo dijo: "Yo soy
Jesus, a quien tu persigues”. Saulo continud hasta
Damasco, donde fue bautizado y volvié a ver. To-
mo el nombre de Pablo y pasé el resto de su vida
predicando el Evangelio. Durante la persecucién de

Neroén a los cristianos, Pablo también fue
8 martirizado. Como era ciudadano ro-
mano, fue decapitado, una muerte mas
clemente.

San Pedro y Pablo son santos patronos de
#! Roma y se consideran piedras angulares
4 de la Iglesia.
