Nevertheless, some citizens of Kim Jong Il’s regime manage to transcend his tyranny in their daily
existence. This book describes that difficult but determined existence and the world that the North Koreans have created for themselves in the face of
oppression. Many features of this world are unique and even bizarre. But they have been created by the citizens to reflect their own ideas and values,
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in sharp contrast to the world forced upon them by a totalitarian system. Opening chapters introduce the political system and the extent to which it
permeates citizens’ daily lives, from the personal status badges they wear to the nationalized distribution of the food they eat. Chapters discussing
the schools, the economic system, and family life dispel the myth of the workers’ paradise that North Korea attempts to perpetuate. In these chapters
the intricacies of daily life in a totalitarian dictatorship are seen through the eyes of defectors whose anecdotes constitute an important portion of
the material. The closing chapter treats at length the significant changes that have taken place in North Korea over the last decade, concluding that
these changes will lead to the quiet but inevitable death of North Korean Stalinism.

His reconstruction of the Peng-Mikoyan
visit of that year—the most dramatic Sino-Soviet intervention into Pyongyang politics—shows how it helped bring an end to purges of the opposition. The
purges, however, resumed in less than a year as Kim skillfully began to distance himself from both Moscow and Beijing. The final chapters of this
fascinating and revealing study deal with events of the late 1950s that eventually led to Kim’s version of "national Stalinism." Lankov unearths data
that, for the first time, allows us to estimate the scale and character of North Korea’s Great Purge. Meticulously researched and cogently argued,
Crisis in North Korea is a must-read for students and scholars of Korea and anyone interested in political leadership and personality cults, regime
transition, and communist politics.

This book is Jongwoo Park's photo-documentation of the Demilitarized Zone or DMZ of Korea, the strip of land dividing North and South Korea. About 248
km long, 4 km wide, and 60 km from Seoul, this buffer zone between the two countries is, despite its name, one of the most militarized borders in the
world, operating under strict armistice conditions following the end of the Korean War in 1953. In 2009 the South Korean Ministry of National Defense
invited Park to document the DMZ, an area normally inaccessible to civilians and of which no comprehensive photographic record existed. Park did so
rigorously until 2012, although the project proved a complex administrative undertaking involving detailed negotiations and planning. An unlikely
tension energizes Park's series: the contrast between military presence (seen through barbed wire, outposts, and armed troops which have led to sporadic
violence), and the natural beauty of the DMZ. For the isolation of this diverse landscape has allowed it to largely revert to its original state; today
it is recognized as one of the world's best-preserved temperate habitats and home to several endangered species of flora and fauna.

Viewed from afar, North Korea may appear bizarre, or positively irrational. But as Nicholas Eberstadt demonstrates in this meticulously researched
volume, there is a grim coherence to North Korea's political economy, and a ruthless logic undergirding it--one that unreservedly subordinates economic
welfare to augmentation of political power. Thus, paradoxically, even as official policies and practices consign the DPRK economy to a perilous realm
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between crisis and catastrophe, the country's leadership maintains unchallenged domestic control and has actually managed to increase its international
influence. Through painstaking collection of hard-to-uncover data and careful analysis, Eberstadt provides a quantitative tableau of North Korea's
terrible failure in its economic race against South Korea; its stubborn adherence to policies all but guaranteed to stifle growth and undermine economic
performance; and the longstanding official effort to ignore, or mitigate, pressures for economic reform. Eberstadt is skeptical of optimistic accounts
from South Korea and elsewhere suggesting that the North Korean leadership is interested in resolving the current nuclear impasse, and getting on with
the business of reform and development. So long as Pyongyang's rulers entertain the ambition of reunifying the Korean peninsula on its own terms,
Eberstadt argues, economic reforms worthy of the name will be subversive of state authority--and vigilantly resisted by Pyongyang's rulers. This
authoritative volume has received widespread attention from Asian specialists, well as those concerned with nuclear proliferation and world peace, and
international relations professionals in general.

All but closed to outside visitors and influence, its public posture guarded and combative, we see almost nothing from inside North Korea. Award-winning
photographer Mark Edward Harris has had rare access to this reclusive country, traveling within its borders as well as documenting life along its
northern border with China and the highly militarized DMZ dividing North and South Korea.
