THE FIRST READING Jeremiah 18:1-11, 18-20

The word that came to Jeremiah from the LorD: “Come, go down
to the potter’s house, and there I will let you hear my words.” So
I went down to the potter’s house, and there he was working at
his wheel. The vessel he was making of clay was spoiled in the
potter’s hand, and he reworked it into another vessel, as seemed
good to him.

Then the word of the LORD came to me: Can I not do with you, O
house of Israel, just as this potter has done? says the LORD. Just
like the clay in the potter’s hand, so are you in my hand, O house
of Israel. At one moment I may declare concerning a nation or a
kingdom, that I will pluck up and break down and destroy it, but
if that nation, concerning which I have spoken, turns from its evil,
I will change my mind about the disaster that I intended to bring
on it. And at another moment I may declare concerning a nation
or a kingdom that I will build and plant it, but if it does evil in my
sight, not listening to my voice, then I will change my mind about
the good that I had intended to do to it. Now, therefore, say to the
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people of Judah and the inhabitants of Jerusalem: Thus says the
Lorb: Look, I am a potter shaping evil against you and devising a
plan against you. Turn now, all of you from your evil way, and
amend your ways and your doings.

Then they said, “Come, let us make plots against Jeremiah—for
instruction shall not perish from the priest, nor counsel from the
wise, nor the word from the prophet. Come, let us bring charges
against him, and let us not heed any of his words.”

Give heed to me, O LorD, and listen to what my adversaries say!
Is evil a recompense for good?

Yet they have dug a pit for my life.
Remember how I stood before you

to speak good for them, to turn away your wrath from them.

THE GOSPEL Matthew 20:17-28

Gospeler The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ
according to John.
People Glory to you, Lord Christ.

While Jesus was going up to Jerusalem, he took the twelve disci-
ples aside by themselves, and said to them on the way, “See, we
are going up to Jerusalem, and the Son of Man will be handed
over to the chief priests and scribes, and they will condemn him
to death; then they will hand him over to the Gentiles to be
mocked and flogged and crucified; and on the third day he will be
raised.”

Then the mother of the sons of Zebedee came to him with her
sons, and kneeling before him, she asked a favor of him. And he
said to her, “What do you want?” She said to him, “Declare that
these two sons of mine will sit, one at your right hand and one at
your left, in your kingdom.” But Jesus answered, “You do not
know what you are asking. Are you able to drink the cup that I
am about to drink?” They said to him, “We are able.” He said to
them, “You will indeed drink my cup, but to sit at my right hand
and at my left, this is not mine to grant, but it is for those for
whom it has been prepared by my Father.”

When the ten heard it, they were angry with the two brothers. But
Jesus called them to him and said, “You know that the rulers of
the Gentiles lord it over them, and their great ones are tyrants
over them. It will not be so among you; but whoever wishes to be
great among you must be your servant, and whoever wishes to be
first among you must be your slave; just as the Son of Man came
not to be served but to serve, and to give his life a ransom for
many.”

Open, O Lord, the eyes of all people to behold thy gracious hand
in all thy works, that, rejoicing in thy whole creation, they may
honor thee with their substance, and be faithful stewards of thy
bounty.

And we most humbly beseech thee, of thy goodness, O Lord, to
comfort and succor [ and] all those who, in this transitory
life, are in trouble, sorrow, need, sickness, or any other adversity.

Additional petitions and thanksgivings may be included here.

And we also bless thy holy Name for all thy servants departed
this life in thy faith and fear [especially ], beseeching
thee to grant them continual growth in thy love and service; and



to grant us grace so to follow the good examples of blessed Paul and
of all thy saints, that with them we may be partakers of thy heavenly
kingdom.

Grant these our prayers, O Father, for Jesus Christ’s sake, our only
Mediator and Advocate.

All Amen.

We do earnestly repent, and are heartily sor-
ry for these our misdoings; the remembrance of them is grievous
unto us, the burden of them is intolerable. Have mercy upon us,
have mercy upon us, most merciful Father; for thy Son our Lord
Jesus Christ’s sake, forgive us all that is past; and grant that we
may ever hereafter serve and please thee in newness of life, to
the honor and glory of thy Name; through Jesus Christ our
Lord. Amen.

The Priest stands and says

Almighty God, our heavenly Father, who of his great mercy hath
promised forgiveness of sins to all those who with hearty repentance
and true faith turn unto him, have mercy upon you, pardon and deliv-
er you from all your sins, confirm and strengthen you in all good-
ness, and bring you to everlasting life; through Jesus Christ our
Lord.

The people remain standing. The Celebrant says

People And with thy spirit.
Celebrant Lift up your hearts.

Celebrant Let us give thanks unto our Lord God.
People It is meet and right so to do.

It is very meet, right, and our bounden duty, that we should at all
times, and in all places, give thanks unto thee, O Lord, holy Fa-
ther, almighty, everlasting God. Through Jesus Christ our Lord;
who was in every way tempted as we are, yet did not sin; by
whose grace we are able to triumph over every evil, and to live no
longer unto ourselves, but unto him who died for us and rose
again.

Therefore with Angels and Archangels, and with all the company
of heaven, we laud and magnify thy glorious Name; evermore
praising thee, and saying,

All glory be to thee, Almighty God, our heavenly Father, for that
thou, of thy tender mercy, didst give thine only Son Jesus Christ
to suffer death upon the cross for our redemption; who made
there, by his one oblation of himself once offered, a full, perfect,
and sufficient sacrifice, oblation, and satisfaction, for the sins of
the whole world; and did institute, and in his holy Gospel com-
mand us to continue, a perpetual memory of that his precious
death and sacrifice, until his coming again.

For in the night in which he was betrayed, he took bread; and
when he had given thanks, he brake it, and gave it to his disci-
ples, saying, "Take, eat, this is my Body, which is given for you.
Do this in remembrance of me."

Likewise, after supper, he took the cup; and when he had given
thanks, he gave it to them, saying, "Drink ye all of this; for this is
my Blood of the New Testament, which is shed for you, and for
many, for the remission of sins. Do this, as oft as ye shall drink it,
in remembrance of me."

Wherefore, O Lord and heavenly Father, according to the institu-
tion of thy dearly beloved Son our Savior Jesus Christ, we, thy
humble servants, do celebrate and make here before thy divine
Majesty, with these thy holy gifts, which we now offer unto thee,
the memorial thy Son hath commanded us to make; having in re-
membrance his blessed passion and precious death, his mighty
resurrection and glorious ascension; rendering unto thee most
hearty thanks for the innumerable benefits procured unto us by
the same.

And we most humbly beseech thee, O merciful Father, to hear us;
and, of thy almighty goodness, vouchsafe to bless and sanctify,
with thy Word and Holy Spirit, these thy gifts and creatures of
bread and wine; that we, receiving them according to thy Son our
Savior Jesus Christ’s holy institution, in remembrance of his
death and passion, may be partakers of his most blessed Body
and Blood.

And we earnestly desire thy fatherly goodness mercifully to ac-
cept this our sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving; most humbly
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beseeching thee to grant that, by the merits and death of thy Son
Jesus Christ, and through faith in his blood, we, and all thy whole
Church, may obtain remission of our sins, and all other benefits
of his passion.

And here we offer and present unto thee, O Lord, our selves, our
souls and bodies, to be a reasonable, holy, and living sacrifice un-
to thee; humbly beseeching thee that we, and all others who shall
be partakers of this Holy Communion, may worthily receive the
most precious Body and Blood of thy Son Jesus Christ, be filled
with thy grace and heavenly benediction, and made one body
with him, that he may dwell in us, and we in him.

And although we are unworthy, through our manifold sins, to of-
fer unto thee any sacrifice, yet we beseech thee to accept this our
bounden duty and service, not weighing our merits, but pardon-
ing our offenses, through Jesus Christ our Lord; By whom, and
with whom, in the unity of the Holy Ghost, all honor and glory be
unto thee, O Father Almighty, world without end.

All Amen.

Celebrant Christ our Passover is sacrificed for us;
People Therefore let us keep the feast.

Lord, trusting in our own righteousness, but in thy manifold
and great mercies.

Grant us therefore,
gracious Lord, so to eat the flesh of thy dear Son Jesus
Christ, and to drink his blood, that we may evermore dwell in
him, and he in us.
