Now we can’t promise to find you a new organist, or two decent altos, but we can see if we can work with 

and alongside you to see what you can do with what you’ve got. Maybe it’s a matter of thinking of new 

repertoire, or being creative with the music you have, or thinking of new ways to do music in a service.

Psalm 150 in the setting by Stanford 

Magnificat and Nunc Dimittis in E flat (no.2) by Wood (which has one of the 2 most uplifting Glorias I know) 

Te Deum in B flat by Stanford 

Plus some rousing hymns 

The music will be in a booklet available on the day (and for you to retain) and we are treating this as a “learn 

on the day” event, but if you wish to see it in advance it is on available as pdf on the area website. There are 

many youtube recordings you can access as well if you wish to. 

There is a booking form at the end of this letter and we will be getting an online booking form up on the 

website shortly.
