Both God-parents must be in good standing with
their home parish.

Mystery of Crowning: Requires Pre-Cana; Consult the parish priest at least
six months before making wedding plans. Marriages cannot be celebrated
during the Fasting Seasons of the Church.

Church Funerals: Provided for practicing parishioners who are current in
their spiritual and financial obligations to the parish; otherwise burial is from
the funeral home.

Sick Calls/Anointing/Hospital Visits: Requested by the parishioner or
family. Anointing prior to surgery/hospitalization or after Sunday Divine

Liturgy. Contact Father for anointing. We understand the need for privacy so
initiate the contact if hospitalized or when moved to a different care location.
