PUTTY ESTIMATING FORMULA

SxLxWxDxPx0.0167 = Kg of putty needed

EXAMPLE

If your window glazing job consists of 24 6-light sash with a 5/16” wide by 3/8” deep glass rebate and a 6” x 8” glass
size:

24(S) x 6(L) x 0.3125(W) x 0.375(D) x 28(P) x 0.0167 = 7.89 Kg Putty needed
