By following
these heroes, he both stokes our
hope and fuels our outrage by
showing us how most offenders,
even those with the best
intentions, end up back in
prison—or dead—because the

system systematically fails them.
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Our focus should be, he argues,
to give offenders the tools they
need to re-enter society which is
not only humane but also vastly
cheaper for taxpayers. As
