You would use your factory bulbs and
wiring. When you receive them in the mail from us, you take them out of the box, bolt them up,
pop in your factory harness and bulb, and you can immediately turn on the new headlights.

The Chevy S10 has been around for many years and undergone
several generational upgrades. The headlights on the S10 have also been modernized from the
old sealed beam units to the newer composite halogen bulbs. Whichever type of S10 you own,
you can save some money by replacing the blown headlight yourself. Locate the removal pins 2
on each side for the headlight assembly at the top of the radiator support and remove the
protective black caps from them. Use the ratchet and socket to remove the pins. Pull the
headlight assembly out of the front of the S10 and unplug the wire harness plugged into the
back of the headlight. Turn the bulb counterclockwise to remove it from the assembly. Insert the
new replacement bulb into the headlight assembly and turn clockwise until it clicks in place.
Plug the wire harness into the back of the new bulb and test by turning on the lights before
securing the headlight assembly. Replace the headlight assembly and pins and tighten. Remove
the tools and old bulb and close the hood. Remove the screws from the headlight retainer using
a magnetic-tipped Phillips head screwdriver. Plug the new headlight in and test it by turning on
the lights first before replacing the retainer.

Dim or busted headlights Over time, the
brightness of your headlight may grow dimmer until your Chevy S10 headlight bulb goes bust.
Dimming is a clear sign that your headlights are nearing the end of its service life. While
changing the headlight bulb can resolve this issue, there are cases where the problem involves
a corroded ground wire or electrical damage in the assembly. Because of its location above the
bumper, your headlights are likely to get cracked and damaged in a road accident. Even if the
bulb is operational, a cracked headlight lens cannot protect it from road debris and the
elements. This puts all internal components at risk of corrosion and damage. The impact of a
collision may knock your headlights loose. The design of your headlights has a huge impact on
the overall look of your truck.

This will narrow down the search results to all
compatible parts. Fog and moist found inside and even outside of the headlight are reasons
why the light can't illuminate well because they reflect the light backwards. If there's fog or
moist found on the surface of the headlight, then it can be easily wiped off using a clean rag.
However, if it's located inside the headlight, then it will be a more difficult task. One way to do it
is by drilling a small vent hole on the top of the headlight housing, so the moisture will
evaporate through the hole. When the headlight is already clear, remember to cover the hole
with a tape strong enough to keep any moisture away. A fast and easy way to check the aim of a
headlight is by simply parking the car 10 to 12 feet away from a wall or a garage door, and by



switching both headlights on. The low beams from the headlights should be aimed straight at
the wall, and the brightest part of both beams must not be higher than the hood of the car. To
check the high beams of both headlights, just switch it on, and see if the beams moved up a bit.
It shouldn't be too high from the low beam. The first reason why the headlights failed to turn on
is that they could have already burned out. Remember that the headlight has a limited lifetime,
and the more it's used for driving at night, the sooner it will expire. But before looking for a
replacement for the burned-out bulb, check the electrical wires at the back of the headlight. It
may be damaged or the connection is loose. If the wires are in good condition, and there's no
sign of damage or improper connection, then it's time to look for a replacement.
