The Melrose Community Farmers Market will strive to provide growers, makers, and sellers the
opportunity to sell their goods while promoting wellness to the community. The Melrose Farmers
Market is held weekly on Wednesdays from 3-6pm between June and September weather
pending. The market is held on the Lake Wobegon Trail next to the Bike Shelter & Coborn’s.
Enter the Farmers Market set up area from Riverside Drive and take the next spot in line starting
near the bike shelter. Each vendor gets approximately a 10x10 space. Spaces are taken on a
first-come first-serve basis each week. You are welcome to start setting up as early as 1pm but
as a courtesy to other vendors, please do not sell any products until 3pm. Our market is set up
to sell locally grown produce, foods, plants, handmade crafts, art, etc. No flea-market or direct
sales products allowed unless pre-approved by the Farmers Market Committee. Please follow
any mandated covid regulations set by the state. You are responsible for researching the current
regulations. We will provide a market host, handwashing station and social distancing signage.
The cost is $5/week or $30 for the season.

Vendors selling processed products have the responsibility to be in compliance
with MN State laws and Stearns County Health Department regulations and must
submit all permits and licenses to the Melrose Farmers Market committee
Vendors shall replace or refund to any patron who is dissatisfied with goods
Patron complaints should be reported or directed to the Advisory Team

Vendor complaints need to be submitted in writing to the Advisory Team
