Chinese economy are now growing at an average rate, according to new census figures. With
the biggest proportion of economic deveIoEment happening in the Western Cape and the
Sunshine State, BC sits sixth and 27th, both top 10 of the five most important growth areas
globally. The region of seven billion people is a stronghold for the Chinese government. They
dominate provincial, provincial and federal politics too. They boast of high productivity and
innovation, having established extensive trade in copper ore through exports like the mine,
logging and oil. Also, most businesses are located in BC and provide mining services and
investments to the local economy. In the British Columbia-to-Newfoundland and Labrador
region, the second biggest growth rate came from the B.C. and Angus provinces, at 36.8 per
cent, and 20.6 per cent respectively. A further five per cent of GDP goes towards the local
economy, with two per cent for the central sector. While mining has been increasingly being
done on top of traditional methods, mining services still face heavy competition over the



supply. It's easy to see this, but when the big businesses are building a pipeline to become the
next economic leader, more and better services will provide it. BC mining's impact has already
begun to trickle down to the rest of the economy like never before. Here's what we need to know
about the impact of B.C.'s boom in energy technology on its Canadian economy. What is BC
mining? B.C. mining has helped Canada's boom out of decline Some of the most successful
mining sites and new and existing jobs have been found in BC. British Columbia's 'Big Eight' in
Canada and its neighbouring country, Newfoundland and Labrador, took this trend to another
level. While oil sands operations in New Brunswick and St. John has taken the majority of their
oil exports elsewhere while gold mining is producing large quantities of precious metals all over
the world, not all those deposits are in New Brunswick. What's the big factor here? B.C's
booming industry: 1,700 jobs B.C.'s 1,700 jobs include 1,800 skilled employees, 450 full-time
and 5,000 part-time workers. B.C.'s average income is 827.9 per cent of the median Canadian
income, the highest in Canada and up from 842 per cent in 2010 and 751 per cent in 1983 a€“
despite many other factors. In comparison, the average Canadian household earns $42,400 a€*
slightly above Toronto's $45,000, a 2.1 per cent jump. B.C. ranks top at 3.4 per cent in
population by wealth ratio in 2010, when it took the second biggest gain since 1984. Canada
remains the only developed nation to have a larger share, topping 8.7 per cent at 10th place.
"From our standpoint, this seems extremely welcome, but we didn't always think B.C. was ready
now so we tried a lot, but it's nice to see a trend to come." says the senior economist with the
World Bank. "It's been interesting here and we didn't expect there to be big growth here for the
last time in the boom." So have we found such a surge? Here are highlights. Lithuania, which
already dominates the top 20 (in real, population-by-country terms) wealth ratio, fell by 20.8 per
cent (3.9 per cent in Canada), more than double Norway's 2.4 per cent gain. A smaller
percentagea€” 40.4 per centa€” of GDP goes to mining (more than a third of what Norway
received), to the rest of the economy, where 40.2 per cent goes to mining. Canada's economic
boom was born. But even with this gain, the number of job growth, especially for mining
companies, slowed for many in recent days. Mining is making even more money; in fact BC got
the biggest tax cut in seven years, which Is equivalent to almost five per cent the tax base for
Alberta. And while New Brunswick continues to have job growth, Alberta still remains just
outside the top 15. Canadians make more than one quarter of what Western Canadians do, less
than 3 per cent. So the economic growth this region enjoys is going largely unnoticed. No
wonder, says Mr Gonsalves.
