To protect your personal information from unauthorized access
and use, we use security measures that comply with federal law.
These measures include computer safeguards and secured files
and buildings.

We collect your personal information, for example, when you

m  Apply for aloan or permit us to obtain a credit report
m Make a payment or personally give us the information
m  We also collect your personal information from others, such as

credit bureaus or other companies.

Companies not related by common ownership or control. They can be
financial and nonfinancial companies.

m  Sierra Pacific Mortgage does not share with nonaffiliates except as
permitted by law.

A formal agreement between nonaffiliated financial companies that
together market financial products or services to you.

m  Sierra Pacific Mortgage does not share customers' information nor
conduct joint marketing using customers' personal information.

Sierra Pacific Mortgage Company, Inc. restricts access to nonpublic personal information about you to those
employees who need to know that information to provide products or services to you. We maintain physical,
electronic, and procedural safeguards that comply with federal regulations to guard your nonpublic personal
information. Sierra Pacific Mortgage Company, Inc. may disclose information about your accounts and transactions:
(a) where it is necessary or helpful to effect, process, or confirm your transactions; (b) to verify the existence, history,
or condition of your account for credit reporting agencies; (c) to comply with legal processes such as subpoenas and
court orders, or to law enforcement authorities if we believe a crime has been committed; (d) if you give us your

consent to share information.
