The Ministration of Communion 
 
The Celebrant will invite individuals or households forward one by one to receive the bread. Once you 
have received the bread, please return to your seat, briefly lifting your mask to consume the bread. As 
with all communion services, should you wish to receive a blessing and not the bread, indicate this by 
crossing your arms over your chest. Should you wish to not come forward, remain in your seat and 
cross your arms over your chest so that the next person or household will be invited. 
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After Communion, the Celebrant says
