As stated in the NDIS travel guidelines, travel is to be  

charged per session, for all sessions where the  

therapist travels to home, school or other locations:

• 30 minutes of travel per session are to be charged  

to participants living in the MMM 1 to 3 areas 

• 60 minutes of travel per session are to be charged  

to participants living in the MMM 4 and 5

Note: the relevant MMM classification is the classification of the area in which the participant lives.

Our travel charges remain in line with or are less than those recommended by the NDIS.
