January 12, 2012 

Attendance: Stjarna, Styrkarr, Ysabella, Roland, Yurik, Catriona, Dyon, Luaithrenn, Ulrik, Meghan, 

Arianwen, Audra, Annabelle, Rowena, Svana, Steinbjorn, Brandy, Vicki, Xarrmon, Thorkel, Kora, Lili,

The meeting was called to order by the Seneschal at 6:45.  
Approval of Minutes of the December Council: Ulrik moved that the minutes be accepted 
as presented and the motion was passed unanimously. 
 
Old Business:  
Library Inventory: We got together to sort Rosamund’s donations and have some books that 
have been chosen for discard. Now we need to weed the Baronial collection and decide which 
could be discarded. At some point, we will have a Friends of the Wastekeep library sale. Let 
Xarrmon know if you want to help with the sorting in this next phase.  
 
Eric stakes: are powder coated and the receipt has been turned in to the Reeve. (It was 
previously approved.) Should we store them all in the trailer or some in the shed?  We decided 
to keep 30 in the trailer, which should be plenty for local events and the rest in the shed. There 
are 78 in all. 
 
Yule Feast: From our collections at Yule Feast, we donated $176 to Candlelighters and $100 to 
Union Gospel Mission. Inguz was awarded the Silver Fox, and we had much dancing and lots of 
fun. Food was wonderful. Steinbjorn and Svana and many helpers did a great job stepping up 
with the food. 
 
Note: Catriona needs reports of awards sent to her after each event so they can be published 
in the Word, as directed in our Minor Carte. Their Excellencies will check with the Herald. 
 
Pavilion committee: We need to have a meeting. It was decided to meet 7:00 next Tuesday 
at Rowena’s. Her Excellency can’t make it but they will go ahead. (Inguz is out of town and 
won’t make it.) 
 
2012 Events: We need autocrat’s for Springfest, Yule and Baron’s. Luaithrenn volunteered for 
Yule. Ysabella volunteered to do Springest. Rowena will take on Baron’s. The autocrats need to 
get the budget to the financial committee well before the event. 
Reed at Sacajawea Park informed us that the June 9-10th weekend isn’t available, but we could 
have the weekend of 1st-2nd of June. If we want to schedule it before Their Excellencies leave, 
we would need to go with that date. We decided to schedule it for that weekend. $424.63 will 
be our cost which is a 3% increase. The deposit will be 10.00 per event. She discussed the RV 
situation but we will still have the $12 per night fee for those who wish to bring RV’s. We need 
to be sure that we make that clear in the copy. We need to make sure that those who have 
concerns with RV issues talk to the autocrat rather than approaching the Ranger. There will still 
be a merchant fee.  
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Officer’s Reports: 
Baron and Baroness: They had a great time at Twelfth Night. Salia and Lothar, & Cler 
received Jambes. They had a great time dancing at the ball. Last week there was a great 
practice with fighters from Artemesia, Wealdsmere & Vulkanfeldt. Sir Michael the Tall from 
Wealdsmere is visiting our area for ten weeks and has his armor, so he will be attending 
practice. His Excellency is organizing a caravan for traveling to Ursalmas. Contact him if you 
would like to go along. 
  
Baron Styrkarr bought a complete set of armor from Rolf, complete with gambuson. It was 
voted and approved that we buy the armor for $325 for use as loaner armor. Dregate is hosting 
May Crown with Julia as autocrat. Styrkarr will be the Marshall in Charge. He would like to 
borrow some of our eric equipment, and we have discussed in the past that we would loan it in 
support of any Inlands events. Rowland will be doing the site set up for May Crown. He would 
like help on May 17th. He thinks you can camp that night if you come out to help. May Crown 
will be at the Okanogan fairgrounds. Ysabella will be the gate coordinator and she will be 
looking for help. Their Excellencies will be leaving for Spain in mid-June and be gone until the 
end of December. They will be here for Springfest, His Excellency will be here for Baron’s, Her 
Excellency for Sgts. They would not be home in time for Yule. While they are gone, the barony 
could on as it is now, with the council making decisions and consulting Their Excellencies as 
necessary, have a steward/regent step in for them (possibly Skeggi and Tasiia.) After some 
discussion the group decided that they would like to have regents in place. Styrkarr moved that 
Skeggi and Tasiia be contacted to finalize plans. (He has already discussed it with them.) . 
Voted and passed with one abstention.  
 
Seneschal: Officers, check your membership to keep track of your renewal date. If you are an 
officer, you are required to be a member. As of March 1, the Crier will be in electronic format. 
You will receive an email with a password to access it. You must show your blue card at 
events(a printed copy of the Crier from the web will not suffice. You can still print off a proof of 
membership from the SCA website, or show a photo of your card on a mobile device.)  You can 
now do EIF (Event Information Form) and date reservations 2 years in advance online. 4th 
quarter reports are due on 1/15. While at Twelfth Night, Kingdom events were announced for 
2012. July Coronation will be in 3 Mountains, Sept. Crown in Dragonslaire and Twelfth Night 
2013 will be in 3 Mountains. Ysabella was approached by Kingdom Seneschal to step in as 
Kingdom Events Deputy and she has accepted. She will step down as Seneschal May 1 and Ulrik 
will take over. If any want to do May Crown for 2013, the fairgrounds are open for that date. 
She would like to see things as more of a Kingdom shared event as far as gate, eric 
reservations, etc. Others thought we should go ahead and reserve the date. Autocrats for that 
bid will be Rowland and Ulrik and Styrkarr. Master Ljoter is the new Kingdom Seneschal. 
Mistress Bridget (who has been the Events Deputy) is the contingency deputy and will step up 
next Twelfth Night. Baron James will be the new polling deputy. 
 
Reeve: Arianwen was here to write checks but didn’t have the reconciled balance. (Reported 
later: Checking: $5251.06, Savings: $5.444.96.) Ysabella needs the 12/31 balance from the 
statement for the Seneschal’s report, but  Arianwen wasn’t sure if she’d be able to access it 
with Inguz still out of town.   
Chamberlain: Nothing new to report 
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Chronicler: Nothing new to report 
 
Webmaster: Ulrik has made a few updates due to awards/titles. 
 
Herald: Not present. Nothing to report.  
 
Chief Scribe: is willing to come to pages meeting to do scribal work. 
 
Marshal: 15 or more heavy fighters at practice, wants to get Styrkarr reimbursed for loaner 
 
Youth Armored Combat: Steinbjorn is still working on armoring. His Excellency  would like to 
have a YAK tournament on the schedule for Springfest. 
 
Lists: Fine has stepped down as Lists Mistress.  Luaithrenn has volunteered for this office and 
was approved by a vote of the council. 
 
Chatelaine: He apologizes that his schedule has been really busy so he hasn’t been able to 
keep up with getting to practice where most of the newcomer contact occurs, so he has nothing 
new to report. 
Gold Key: Nothing new to report 
 
Greteboke: Nothing new to report. 
 
Arts & Science: He will step down to become Seneschal and the office will be open in May. 
We have one interested person but we have to publish it in the Word before we have a vote. 
Rowena expressed an interest at the meeting. It was pointed out that one of them might decide 
to become the Deputy. The duties of the office are to report quarterly and to support and 
encourage arts and sciences in the Barony through organizing contests, workshops, etc. 
 
Family Activities: She sent in her report to the Seneschal and her Kingdom superior, with 
information about the activities at Yule Feast. If there is a scheduled activity, she needs to be 2 
people with background checks present. If it is not scheduled, the requirements aren’t that 
strict. The Family Activities Coordinator and the Minister of Pages definitely have to have a 
background check. The Seneschal can only check to see if an individual has a background check 
if the individual asks her to check. Then the Kingdom Seneschal can tell them that their 
background check has come through and is on the list. For privacy reasons, she cannot ask for 
a list of all the people in our group who have background checks. (See more info on this 
issue on page 11 of this newsletter, the February Wastekeep Word.) 
 
Dean of Pages: There is nothing on the schedule right now. If someone would like to teach 
something, talk to her. They decided to meet at Her Excellency’s on the 22nd of January at 
noon. Lady Mairghread will also bring scribal supplies so anyone who wants to help paint scrolls 
can show up too. 
Ithra Chancellor, Chirurgeon, Librarian: Nothing new to report. 
Canton: Newcomers event will May 11-13 in Waitsburg. Katherine is the autocrat. It will be at 
Waitsburg Park.  
Our next meeting is February 9 here at the Pasco Round Table. We are booked with Round 
Table for the next year. 
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The Barony will be seeking a new Arts and Sciences Officer to 
take over the office in May.  His Excellency Master Ulrik will be 
taking the office of Baronial Seneschal in May and will need a 
replacement as Arts and Sciences Officer.  If you are interested 
in applying for the office, contact the Seneschal, the Honorable 
Lady Ysabella Greene at  
rowland_ysabella_greene@Hotmail.com.

Section VIII Conduct 
7) Youth at Events. The following paragraphs are included to comply with the Society 
Seneschal's Policies on Youth at Events. 
a) For events in the United States: All events with scheduled youth activities must have 
one representative on site who has completed the required background check. Each 
scheduled youth activity during the event must have two adults, unrelated to each other, at 
all times and the activity must stop if that number falls below the required two adults. For 
events in Canada: All scheduled youth activities must have two adults, unrelated to each 
other, at all times and the activity must stop if that number falls below the required two 
adults. 
b) Parents, or a Designated Adult, chosen by the parent and in possession of a properly 
completed Minor Medical Waiver, who bring minors to an event must ensure their children's 
behavior is compliant with SCA Laws, Policies, and site rules that require minors 12 and 
under to be within sight/sound of a responsible parent/designated adult at all times. 
c) No policy, rule, or law relieves parents or designated adults of their primary responsibility 
for the welfare and behavior of their children. 
d) All youth under age 12 attending scheduled youth activities and classes will need to be 
accompanied by a parent or designated adult who is in possession of a properly completed 
Minor Medical Waiver. 
e) Youth over the age of 12 will be allowed to attend youth activities without a parent or 
designated adult at the discretion of the teacher of the class or leader of the activity.
