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A Request to Everyone from Our Pastoral Relations Committee

“It was He who gave some to be… pastors and teachers, to prepare God’s people for works of service, 


so that the body of Christ may be built up until we all reach unity in faith and in the knowledge 

of the Son of God and become mature, attaining to the whole measure of the full-ness of Christ…. 


From Him the whole body… builds itself up in love, as each part does its work.”  (Ephesians 4:11-16)


A Pastor or a Ministry Staff Member is asked to fill many roles within the church. From delivering the message 
on Sundays, to visiting and caring for the congregation, to providing leadership and guidance, they meet many 
critical needs. They are with us on some of the most important days of our lives, including baptisms, weddings, 
and even funerals. Through this work, ministers get to know their congregations well, and often form strong 
bonds of friendship, deeply rooted in Christian love.  So it is hard for us when they move on to another church 
or into retirement.

We have been blessed to have had many wonderful ministers. While we will continue to cherish the 
relationships we have formed with past ministers, it is important for us to allow the next ministers who follow 
them opportunities to grow into their role with our full support.


The American Baptist Code of Ethics instructs us as a congregation in some ways to deal with this transition. 
This is to ensure that the congregation is able to develop a spiritual bond with each new minister, just as we 
have with those that have come before. We are thankful to God for the wonderful ministers He has provided us 
in the past. We grieve when they leave us, because of the significant roles they have played in our spiritual lives.


One of the most difficult challenges a church family faces after any ministry staff leaves is when there is a need 
for spiritual counsel, when a loved one passes on, or someone is getting married. Maybe hopes were that a 
particularly loved minister would be there to help us through that time. It is natural for us to have that desire.  
After all, we knew him or her well; we were familiar with their ways of doing these things, and we feel those 
spiritual bonds so strongly.


The Code of Ethics clearly states that a former pastor or ministry staff member should not continue to provide 
for ministry after they have left their positions. Primarily, this will help our former ministers to bring closure to 
their past ministries – moving on to the new calling God has for their lives. But additionally, it will allow us to 
build important new bonds with the new ministers who lead us going forward.


With respect to this, we are requesting that our members please refrain from seeking out former pastors or 
ministry staff for spiritual counsel or asking for assistance with funerals, weddings, etc.  Change is difficult, but it 
is also the path to what God has in store for us next.

FIRST BAPTIST GUIDELINES - REVISED JUNE 6, 2021

Please read the following Guidelines, effective, June 6, 2021.  


Many of the Guidelines, implemented last summer, are still in effect.

• Entering and exiting the Church will only be through the front door even if you use the back parking. Six-foot 

markers will be on the flooring to allow safe distancing.

• Worshippers will be REQUESTED to wear a mask during the service and while singing. There will be a sign 

in the narthex stating the Request. Masks will be available.

• The sign, requesting worshippers not to enter the Church if you have any signs of illness, will remain in the 

narthex.

• Hand sanitizers will be in the narthex for your use. Shaking of hands is up to the individuals. Please be 

respectful of the person’s choice. A smile and/or a bow will suffice.

• In the narthex, there will be a sign-in sheet that you must sign with your name and phone number each week; 

so, we have a list of contacts for each Sunday in case Covid is identified in the Church.

• There will be no ushers. One person will be in the narthex to greet, provide a bulletin, and on Communion 

Sundays, hand the worshipper a pre-packaged wafer and juice cup.

• There will be no nursery coverage.

• Pews will be roped off to provide ‘safe distancing’ during the service. Bibles and hymnals will be in the pews.

• There will be collection plates for your offering in the back and front of the sanctuary. If your offering is a cash 

donation, envelopes will be available for your offering.

• Soloists, choir members and musicians will be in the choir loft. Anyone, in the choir loft, who has been 

vaccinated can remove their mask while singing or playing an instrument. Anyone, in the choir loft, who has 
NOT been vaccinated, will be requested to keep their mask on during singing or playing.


• If a child needs to go the bathroom, they need to be accompanied by a parent, not a sibling to guarantee their 
swift return to the sanctuary


• Fellowship and coffee in the banquet hall are scheduled to resume in September. A Harvest Brunch celebration 
will be planned for the Fall.


• On Church premises Sunday School classes will start being held in September based upon the public school 
guideline.
