(h) “Employer’s personnel” is as defined in GCC Sub-Clause 1
(nn) of the General Conditions of Contract.

A non-exhaustive list of (i) behaviors which constitute SEA and (ii)
behaviors which constitute SH is attached to the Code of Conduct
form in Section IV.

The Borrower or Recipient (hereinafter called “Borrower”)
specified in the BDS has received or has applied for financing
(hereinafter called “funds”) from the International Bank for
Reconstruction and Development or the International Development
Association (hereinafter called “the Bank™) in an amount specified
in the BDS, toward the project named in the BDS. The Borrower
intends to apply a portion of the funds to eligible payments under
the contract(s) for which this bidding document is issued.

Payment by the Bank will be made only at the request of the
Borrower and upon approval by the Bank, and will be subject, in all
respects, to the terms and conditions of the Loan (or other financing)
Agreement. The Loan (or other financing) Agreement prohibits a
withdrawal from the loan account for the purpose of any payment to
persons or entities, or for any import of goods, equipment, plant, or
materials, if such payment or import is prohibited by a decision of
the United Nations Security Council taken under Chapter VI of the
Charter of the United Nations. No party other than the Borrower
shall derive any rights from the Loan (or other financing)
Agreement or have any claim to the proceeds of the Loan (or other
financing).

The Bank requires compliance with the Bank’s Anti-Corruption
Guidelines and its prevailing sanctions policies and procedures as
set forth in the WBG’s Sanctions Framework, as set forth in Section
VI.

In further pursuance of this policy, bidders shall permit and shall
cause their agents (where declared or not), subcontractors,
subconsultants, service providers, suppliers, and personnel, to
permit the Bank to inspect all accounts, records and other documents
relating to any initial selection process, prequalification process, bid
submission, proposal submission, and contract performance (in the
case of award), and to have them audited by auditors appointed by
the Bank.

A Bidder may be a firm that is a private entity, or a state-owned
enterprise or institution, subject to ITB 4.6, or any combination of

them in the form of a joint venture (JV), under an existing
agreement, or with the intent to enter into such an agreement
supported by a letter of intent. In the case of a joint venture, all
members shall be jointly and severally liable for the execution of the
entire Contract in accordance with the Contract terms. The JV shall
nominate a Representative who shall have the authority to conduct
all business for and on behalf of any and all the members of the JV
during the Bidding process and, in the event the JV is awarded the
Contract, during contract execution. Unless specified in the BDS,
there is no limit on the number of members in a JV.

A Bidder shall not have a conflict of interest. All Bidders found to
have a conflict of interest shall be disqualified. A Bidder may be
considered to have a conflict of interest for the purpose of this
Bidding process, if the Bidder:

(@) directly or indirectly controls, is controlled by or is under
common control with another Bidder; or

(b) receives or has received any direct or indirect subsidy from
another Bidder; or

(c) has the same legal representative as another Bidder; or

(d) has a relationship with another Bidder, directly or through
common third parties, that puts it in a position to influence
the Bid of another Bidder, or influence the decisions of the
Employer regarding this bidding process; or

(e) or any of its affiliates participated as a consultant in the
preparation of the design or technical specifications of the
works that are the subject of the Bid; or

(f) or any of its affiliates has been hired (or is proposed to be
hired) by the Employer or Borrower as Project Manager for
the Contract implementation;

() would be providing goods, works, or non-consulting services
resulting from or directly related to consulting services for
the preparation or implementation of the project specified in
the BDS ITB 2.1 that it provided or were provided by any
affiliate that directly or indirectly controls, is controlled by,
or is under common control with that firm;

(h) hasaclose business or family relationship with a professional
staff of the Borrower (or of the project implementing agency,
or of a recipient of a part of the loan) who: (i) are directly or
indirectly involved in the preparation of the bidding
document or specifications of the contract, and/or the Bid
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evaluation process of such contract; or (ii) would be involved
in the implementation or supervision of such contract unless
the conflict stemming from such relationship has been
resolved in a manner acceptable to the Bank throughout the
procurement process and execution of the contract.

Such participation shall result in the disqualification of all Bids in
which the firm is involved. A firm that is not a Bidder or a JV
member may participate as a subcontractor in more than one Bid.

A Bidder may have the nationality of any country, subject to the
restrictions pursuant to ITB 4.8. A Bidder shall be deemed to have
the nationality of a country if the Bidder is constituted,
incorporated or registered in and operates in conformity with the
provisions of the laws of that country, as evidenced by its articles
of incorporation (or equivalent documents of constitution or
association) and its registration documents, as the case may be.
This criterion also shall apply to the determination of the
nationality of proposed subcontractors or subconsultants for any
part of the Contract including related Services.

A Bidder that has been sanctioned by the Bank, pursuant to the
Bank’s Anti-Corruption Guidelines, in accordance with its
prevailing sanctions policies and procedures as set forth in the
WBG’s Sanctions Framework as described in Section VI paragraph
2.2 d., shall be ineligible to be prequalified for, initially selected for,
bid for, propose for, or be awarded a Bank-financed contract or
benefit from a Bank-financed contract, financially or otherwise,
during such period of time as the Bank shall have determined. The
list of debarred firms and individuals is available at the electronic
address specified in the BDS.

Bidders that are state-owned enterprises or institutions in the
Employer’s Country may be eligible to compete and be awarded a
Contract(s) only if they can establish, in a manner acceptable to the
Bank, that they (i) are legally and financially autonomous (ii)
operate under commercial law, and (iii) are not under supervision of
the Employer.

A Bidder shall not be under suspension from Bidding by the
Employer as the result of the operation of a Bid-Securing or
Proposal-Securing Declaration.

Firms and individuals may be ineligible if so indicated in Section V
and (a) as a matter of law or official regulations, the Borrower’s

country prohibits commercial relations with that country, provided
that the Bank is satisfied that such exclusion does not preclude
effective competition for the supply of goods or the contracting of
works or services required; or (b) by an act of compliance with a
decision of the United Nations Security Council taken under
Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations, the Borrower’s
country prohibits any import of goods or contracting of works or
services from that country, or any payments to any country, person,
or entity in that country. When the Works are implemented across
jurisdictional boundaries (and more than one country is a Borrower,
and is involved in the procurement), then exclusion of a firm or
individual on the basis of ITB 4.8 (a) above by any country may be
applied to that procurement across other countries involved, if the
Bank and the Borrowers involved in the procurement agree.

A Bidder shall provide such documentary evidence of eligibility
satisfactory to the Employer, as the Employer shall reasonably
request.

6.2 The Specific Procurement Notice - Request for Bids (RFB) issued
by the Employer is not part of this bidding document.

6.3 Unless obtained directly from the Employer, the Employer is not
responsible for the completeness of the bidding document,
responses to requests for clarification, the minutes of the pre-Bid
meeting (if any), or Addenda to the bidding document in
accordance with ITB 8. In case of any contradiction, documents
obtained directly from the Employer shall prevail.

6.4 The Bidder is expected to examine all instructions, forms, terms,
and specifications in the bidding document and to furnish with its
Bid all information and documentation as is required by the bidding
document.

7.1 A Bidder requiring any clarification of the bidding document shall
contact the Employer in writing at the Employer’s address
specified in the BDS or raise its inquiries during the pre-Bid
meeting if provided for in accordance with ITB 7.4.

Should the
clarification result in changes to the essential elements of the
bidding document, the Employer shall amend the bidding
document following the procedure under ITB 8 and ITB 22.2.

The Bidder is advised to visit and examine the Site of Works and
its surroundings and obtain for itself on its own responsibility all
information that may be necessary for preparing the bid and
entering into a contract for construction of the Works. The costs of
visiting the Site shall be at the Bidder’s own expense.

The Bidder and any of its personnel or agents will be granted
permission by the Employer to enter upon its premises and lands
for the purpose of such visit, but only upon the express condition
that the Bidder, its personnel, and agents will release and indemnify
the Employer and its personnel and agents from and against all
liability in respect thereof, and will be responsible for death or
personal injury, loss of or damage to property, and any other loss,
damage, costs, and expenses incurred as a result of the inspection.

If so specified in the BDS, the Bidder’s designated representative
is invited to attend a pre-Bid meeting and/or a Site of Works visit.
The purpose of the meeting will be to clarify issues and to answer
questions on any matter that may be raised at that stage.

The Bidder is requested, to submit any questions in writing, to
reach the Employer not later than one week before the meeting.

Minutes of the pre-Bid meeting, if applicable, including the text of
the questions asked by Bidders, without identifying the source, and
the responses given, together with any responses prepared after the
meeting, will be transmitted promptly to all Bidders who have
acquired the bidding document in accordance with ITB 6.3 Any
modification to the bidding document that may become necessary
as a result of the pre-Bid meeting shall be made by the Employer
exclusively through the issue of an addendum pursuant to ITB 8
and not through the minutes of the pre-Bid meeting. Nonattendance
at the pre-Bid meeting will not be a cause for disqualification of a
Bidder.

C. Preparation of Bids

9.1 The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and
submission of its Bid, and the Employer shall in no case be
responsible or liable for those costs, regardless of the conduct or
outcome of the Bidding process.

10.1 The Bid, as well as all correspondence and documents relating to
the Bid exchanged by the Bidder and the Employer, shall be written
in the language specified in the BDS. Supporting documents and
printed literature that are part of the Bid may be in another language
provided they are accompanied by an accurate translation of the
relevant passages in the language specified in the BDS, in which
case, for purposes of interpretation of the Bid, such translation shall
govern.

The Bidder shall furnish in the Letter of Bid information on
commissions and gratuities, if any, paid or to be paid to agents or
any other party relating to this Bid.

The Letter of Bid and Schedules shall be prepared using the
relevant forms furnished in Section IV, Bidding Forms. The forms
must be completed without any alterations to the text, and no
substitutes shall be accepted except as provided under ITB 20.3.
All blank spaces shall be filled in with the information requested.

Unless otherwise specified in the BDS, alternative Bids shall not
be considered.

When alternative times for completion are explicitly invited, a
statement to that effect will be included in the BDS and the method
of evaluating different alternative times for completion will be
described in Section I11, Evaluation and Qualification Criteria.

Except as provided under ITB 13.4 below, Bidders wishing to offer
technical alternatives to the requirements of the bidding document
must first price the Employer’s design as described in the bidding
document and shall further provide all information necessary for a
complete evaluation of the alternative by the Employer, including
drawings, design calculations, technical specifications, breakdown
of prices, and proposed construction methodology and other
relevant details. Only the technical alternatives, if any, of the
Bidder with the Most Advantageous Bid conforming to the basic
technical requirements shall be considered by the Employer.

When specified in the BDS, Bidders are permitted to submit
alternative technical solutions for specified parts of the Works.
Such parts will be identified in the BDS and described in Section
VII, Works’ Requirements.

The prices and discounts quoted by the Bidder in the Letter of Bid
and in the Activity Schedule or Bill of Quantities shall conform to
the requirements specified below.

The Bidder shall submit a Bid for the whole of the Works
described in ITB 1.1 by filling in prices for all items of the Works,
as identified in Section IV. Bidding Forms. In case of
admeasurement contracts, the Bidder shall fill in rates and prices
for all items of the Works described in the Bill of Quantities. Items
against which no rate or price is entered by the Bidder will not be
paid for by the Employer when executed and shall be deemed
covered by the rates for other items and prices in the Bill of
Quantities.

The price to be quoted in the Letter of Bid, in accordance with ITB
12.1, shall be the total price of the Bid, excluding any discounts
offered.

The Bidder shall quote any discounts and indicate the methodology
for their application in the Letter of Bid in accordance with ITB
12.1.

Unless otherwise specified in the BDS and the Conditions of
Contract, the prices quoted by the Bidder shall be fixed. If the
prices quoted by the Bidder are subject to adjustment during the
performance of the Contract in accordance with the provisions of
the Conditions of Contract, the Bidder shall furnish the indices and
weightings for the price adjustment formulae in the Schedule of
Adjustment Data in Section 1V- Bidding Forms and the Employer
may require the Bidder to justify its proposed indices and
weightings.

If so specified in ITB 1.1, Bids are invited for individual lots
(contracts) or for any combination of lots (packages). Bidders
wishing to offer discounts for the award of more than one Contract
shall specify in their Bid the price reductions applicable to each
package, or alternatively, to individual Contracts within the
package. Discounts shall be submitted in accordance with ITB
14.4, provided the Bids for all lots (contracts) are opened at the
same time.

All duties, taxes, and other levies payable by the Contractor under
the Contract, or for any other cause, as of the date 28 days prior to
the deadline for submission of Bids, shall be included in the total
Bid price submitted by the Bidder.

The currency(ies) of the Bid and the currency(ies) of payments
shall be the same and shall be as specified in the BDS.

Bidders may be required by the Employer to justify, to the
Employer’s satisfaction, their local and foreign currency
requirements, and to substantiate that the amounts included in the
Lump Sum, in which case a detailed breakdown of the foreign
currency requirements shall be provided by Bidders.

The Bidder shall furnish a technical proposal including a statement
of work methods, equipment, personnel, schedule and any other
information as stipulated in Section IV, Bidding Forms, in
sufficient detail to demonstrate the adequacy of the Bidders’
proposal to meet the work’s requirements and the completion time.

To establish Bidder’s eligibility in accordance with ITB 4, Bidders
shall complete the Letter of Bid, included in Section IV, Bidding
Forms.

In accordance with Section I, Evaluation and Qualification
Criteria, to establish its qualifications to perform the Contract, the
Bidder shall provide the information requested in the
corresponding information sheets included in Section 1V, Bidding
Forms.

If a margin of preference applies as specified in accordance with
ITB 33.1, domestic Bidders, individually or in joint ventures,
applying for eligibility for domestic preference shall supply all
information required to satisfy the criteria for eligibility specified
in accordance with ITB 33.1.

Bids shall remain valid until the date specified in the BDS or any
extended date if amended by the Employer in accordance with ITB
8. A Bid that is not valid until the date specified in the BDS, or
any extended date if amended by the Employer in accordance with
ITB 8, shall be rejected by the Employer as nonresponsive.

In exceptional circumstances, prior to the date of expiry of the Bid
validity, the Employer may request Bidders to extend the period of
validity of their Bids.

1. Purpose

1.1 The Bank’s Anti-Corruption Guidelines and this annex apply with respect to procurement
under Bank Investment Project Financing operations.

2. Requirements

2.1 The Bank requires that Borrowers (including beneficiaries of Bank financing); bidders
(applicants/proposers), consultants, contractors and suppliers; any sub-contractors, sub-
consultants, service providers or suppliers; any agents (whether declared or not); and any
of their personnel, observe the highest standard of ethics during the procurement process,
selection and contract execution of Bank-financed contracts, and refrain from Fraud and
Corruption.

2.2 To this end, the Bank:
a. Defines, for the purposes of this provision, the terms set forth below as follows:

“corrupt practice” is the offering, giving, receiving, or soliciting, directly or
indirectly, of anything of value to influence improperly the actions of another

party;

“fraudulent practice” is any act or omission, including misrepresentation, that
knowingly or recklessly misleads, or attempts to mislead, a party to obtain
financial or other benefit or to avoid an obligation;

“collusive practice” is an arrangement between two or more parties designed to
achieve an improper purpose, including to influence improperly the actions of
another party;

“coercive practice” is impairing or harming, or threatening to impair or harm,
directly or indirectly, any party or the property of the party to influence improperly
the actions of a party;

“obstructive practice” is:

(@) deliberately destroying, falsifying, altering, or concealing of evidence
material to the investigation or making false statements to investigators in
order to materially impede a Bank investigation into allegations of a corrupt,
fraudulent, coercive, or collusive practice; and/or threatening, harassing, or
intimidating any party to prevent it from disclosing its knowledge of matters
relevant to the investigation or from pursuing the investigation; or
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(b) acts intended to materially impede the exercise of the Bank’s inspection and
audit rights provided for under paragraph 2.2 e. below.

b. Rejects a proposal for award if the Bank determines that the firm or individual
recommended for award, any of its personnel, or its agents, or its sub-consultants, sub-
contractors, service providers, suppliers and/ or their employees, has, directly or
indirectly, engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive, coercive, or obstructive practices
in competing for the contract in question;

c. In addition to the legal remedies set out in the relevant Legal Agreement, may take
other appropriate actions, including declaring misprocurement, if the Bank determines
at any time that representatives of the Borrower or of a recipient of any part of the
proceeds of the loan engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive, coercive, or obstructive
practices during the procurement process, selection and/or execution of the contract in
question, without the Borrower having taken timely and appropriate action
satisfactory to the Bank to address such practices when they occur, including by failing
to inform the Bank in a timely manner at the time they knew of the practices;

d. Pursuant to the Bank’s Anti- Corruption Guidelines and in accordance with the Bank’s
prevailing sanctions policies and procedures, may sanction a firm or individual, either
indefinitely or for a stated period of time, including by publicly declaring such firm or
individual ineligible (i) to be awarded or otherwise benefit from a Bank-financed
contract, financially or in any other manner;1 (ii) to be a nominated2 sub-contractor,
consultant, manufacturer or supplier, or service provider of an otherwise eligible firm
being awarded a Bank-financed contract; and (iii) to receive the proceeds of any loan
made by the Bank or otherwise to participate further in the preparation or
implementation of any Bank-financed project;

e. Requires that a clause be included in bidding/request for proposals documents and in
contracts financed by a Bank loan, requiring (i) bidders (applicants/proposers),
consultants, contractors, and suppliers, and their sub-contractors, sub-consultants,
service providers, suppliers, agents personnel, permit the Bank to inspect3 all
accounts, records and other documents relating to the procurement process, selection
and/or contract execution, and to have them audited by auditors appointed by the
Bank.

1 For the avoidance of doubt, a sanctioned party’s ineligibility to be awarded a contract shall include, without limitation, (i) applying for
pre-qualification, expressing interest in a consultancy, and bidding, either directly or as a nominated sub-contractor, nominated
consultant, nominated manufacturer or supplier, or nominated service provider, in respect of such contract, and (ii) entering into an
addendum or amendment introducing a material modification to any existing contract.

2 A nominated sub-contractor, nominated consultant, nominated manufacturer or supplier, or nominated service provider (different names
are used depending on the particular bidding document) is one which has been: (i) included by the bidder in its pre-qualification
application or bid because it brings specific and critical experience and know-how that allow the bidder to meet the qualification
requirements for the particular bid; or (ii) appointed by the Borrower.

3 Inspections in this context usually are investigative (i.e., forensic) in nature. They involve fact-finding activities undertaken by the Bank
or persons appointed by the Bank to address specific matters related to investigations/audits, such as evaluating the veracity of an
allegation of possible Fraud and Corruption, through the appropriate mechanisms. Such activity includes but is not limited to: accessing
and examining a firm's or individual's financial records and information, and making copies thereof as relevant; accessing and examining
any other documents, data and information (whether in hard copy or electronic format) deemed relevant for the investigation/audit, and
making copies thereof as relevant; interviewing staff and other relevant individuals; performing physical inspections and site visits; and
obtaining third party verification of information.

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Section VII - Works’ Requirements
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Specifications

General

7.1.1 These specifications describe the requirements for goods. Tenderers are requested to submit
with their offers the detailed specifications, drawings, catalogues, etc for the products they intend
to supply

7.1.2 Tenderers must indicate on the specifications sheets whether the equipment offered comply with
each specified requirement.

7.1.3 All the dimensions and capacities of the equipment to be supplied shall not be less than those
required in these specifications. Deviations from the basic requirements, if any, shall be
explained in detail in writing with the offer, with supporting data such as calculation sheets, etc.
The procuring entity reserves the right to reject the products, if such deviations shall be found
critical to the use and operation of the products.

7.1.4 The Tenderers are requested to present information along with their offers as follows:

0] Shortest possible delivery period of each product
(i) Information on proper representative and/or workshop for back-up service/repair and
maintenance including their names and addresses.

7.2. ADDITIONAL INSTRUCTIONS

7.2.1 PIPEWORK

The contractor shall be responsible for ensuring that the pipes, couplings and other
fittings laid or installed on each section of the work are of the standard and pressure
classifications specified as appropriate to the circumstances, and are manufactured of
the specified materials.

If the contractor procures materials of different specifications in respect of flanges and
threads etc, he shall at his own cost provide all adaptors and other fittings necessary to
make connections to the satisfaction of the Engineer.

7.2. 2. CONCRETE WORKS

All materials and workmanship for concrete shall comply with BS 8110 and BS 8007
where applicable.

7.2.2.1. Cement
Cement shall be ordinary Building cement complying with BS 12. The cement shall be

delivered in properly sealed, unbroken bags.

7.2.2.2. Aggregates for Concrete

The aggregates shall comply in all respects with the requirements of BS 882.
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The aggregates shall be free from dust, decomposed material, clay, earthly matter, and
foreign substances or friable or laminated material. The fine aggregate shall be
approved river sand.
Coarse and fine aggregates shall be stored on the sites in separate heaps so that no
possibility of any intermixing of the two shall occur. Any materials, which have
become intermixed, shall be removed by the Contactor forthwith.

7.2.2.3. Water
All water to be used for concrete, motor and curing shall be of good drinkable quality,
free from humus acid, chemicals, salts or other matters that in any way whatsoever
may be harmful to the concrete either by diminishing the strength or causing a
discoloration of the concrete.

7.2.2.4. Concrete Mixture

Concrete shall be “Designed Mixes” for reinforced concrete and “Normal Mixes for
mass concrete” to BS 8110 and used as shown on the drawings and in the Bills of
Quantities. The concrete mixes, maximum aggregates sizes, maximum water/cement

ratio and minimum cement shall be in accordance with the following table:-

Concrete Maximum Minimum Maximum Mix Ratio
Grade size of Coarse | Cement Water/Cement
Aggregate Content Ratio
10 40 mm 210 Kg/m?3 1:3:6
15 40 mm 250 Kg/ m3 1:3:6

7.2.2.5 Slump Tests

Concrete consistency shall be determined by a test carried out in accordance with BS
1881 and at the Contactor’s expense.

Unless otherwise specified by the Engineer, the following are the slumps for the
particular class of work.

Compaction by vibrator Compaction by hand
Reinforced concrete 30 to 60 mm
Mass concrete 0 to 30 mm 30 to 80 mm

Concrete having a slump test value exceeding the values here —in specified may be
rejected by the Engineer.

7.2.2.6. Steel Reinforcement
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Steel for reinforced concrete shall be stored under cover clear of ground and shall
comply with BS 4449, BS 4461 and BS 4483.

All steel reinforcement shall be supplied by and approved manufacturer, and the
Contractor may be required to obtain a manufacturer’s test certificate in respect of
steel reinforcement supplied. In the absence of such a test certificate, the Contactor
may be required to submit samples to be tested at the Contactors expense in such a
manner as the Engineer may determine.

7.2.3 WORKMANSHIP

7.2.3.1. Inspection of Reinforcement and Formwork

No concreting shall commence until the reinforcement and formwork have been
inspected and approved by the Engineer, Reinforcement in walls and columns
shall be inspected and approved before being enclosed in the formwork. Before
concreting any part of the work, the Contactor shall give at least 24 hours notice
in writing to the Engineer and obtain his approval.

7.2.3.2 Mixing of Concrete

Concrete for grade 20 and grade 25 shall be mixed by weight batching only, unless
approval has been obtained from the Engineer for the concrete materials to be mixed
by volume. Concrete for grade 10 and 15 can be mixed by volume.

The weight of coarse and fine aggregates in each batch shall be so computed that each
batch contains one or more full 50kg bags of cement.

All concrete is to be mechanically mixed in a batch mixer of an approved type. The
dry materials for concrete shall be mixed in the mixer until a uniform colour is
obtained after which the gauged quantity of water shall be gradually added. After all
the water has been added, the mixer shall continue to mix for a period of not less than
two minutes.

7.2.3.3 Compaction
After the concrete has been placed in a position it shall be compacted by vibration
with a rigid poker type with internal vibrator approved by the Engineer. The
concrete shall be worked well up against the form, joints and around the reinforcement
and be free from voids and other imperfections. Under no circumstances shall the
concrete be shifted or transported inside the form with vibrator.

7.2.3.6 Curing and Protection of Concrete

Curing shall begin as soon as the surface of the concrete has hardened sufficiently. All
exposed concrete surfaces shall be cured for a period of seven days by covering them
with a layer of sand, hessian canvas or other approved materials kept damp. Concrete
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shall be protected from sun, wind, heavy rains and flowing water for at least three days
after placing.

7.2.3.7 Construction of Formwork

All formwork shall be substantially and rigidly constructed of timber or steel or pre-
cast concrete or other approved material and shall be true to the shape, line, level and
dimensions shown on the drawings.

Timber shall be well seasoned, free from loose knots and or formwork of exposed
concrete faces be planned to thickness. Faces in contact with concrete shall be free
from adhering grout, projecting nails, or other defects that will make the concrete
surface. Form work for foundations and other concealed work may be undresses or
rough timber.

All joints shall be sufficiently tight to prevent leakages of cement grout and to avoid
the formation of fins or other blemishes, and all faulty joints shall be caulked.
Connections between formwork elements shall be constructed to allow for easy
removal of the formwork, and shall be either nailed, screwed, bolted, clamped, braced
or otherwise fixed securing a sufficient strength to retain the correct shape and line
during compaction of the concrete.

Formwork shall be erected true to line and braced and strutted to prevent deformation
under the weight and pressure of the wet concrete, soffits shall be erected with an
upward camber as shown on the drawings or as directed by the Engineer or of 2 mm
for each 1 m of horizontal span.

7.2.3.8 Removal of Formwork
Formwork shall be left in position until the concrete has attained sufficient strength to
be self-supporting. The Contactor shall be responsible for the safe removal of the
framework without shock or vibration — which would damage the concrete.

7.2.3.9 Reinforcement
All bending, cutting and fixing should comply with BS 8110 and BS 4466. Normally
bending schedules are incorporated into the Contract Drawings, but the Contactor shall
satisfy himself about their accuracy and about their complete coverage of the work
involved. Any omission, inaccuracy or other errors observed by the Contactor shall be
reported to the Engineer before commencement of the work.
The number, size, shape, and position of all the reinforcement shall, unless otherwise
directed or permitted by the Engineer, be strictly in accordance with the drawings.
The minimum clear horizontal distance between adjacent bars shall be of 25 mm or the
diameter of the bars whichever is the biggest, and 25 mm vertically. Space bars shall
be inserted at such intervals that the bars so not perceptibly sag. Projecting bars shall
be adequately protected against displacement both during and after concerting.
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NOTES:
1.uPVC pipes should conform to the Standard for pressure water pipes KS/ISO 1452-2:20009.

2. Gl pipes should conform to KS-06-259:1989 (Kenyan Standards for GI pipes).

3. All concrete works should conform to the standard (Kenyan Standards for Concrete works)
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Environmental and Social Requirements

SUGGESTED CONTENT FOR AN ENVIRONMENTAL AND SoclAL Policy
(STATEMENT)

The Works’ policy goal, as a minimum, should be stated to integrate environmental protection,
occupational and community health and safety, gender, equality, child protection, vulnerable
people (including those with disabilities), sexual harassment, gender-based violence, Sexual
Exploitation and Abuse (SEA), HIV/AIDS awareness and prevention and wide stakeholder
engagement in the planning processes, programs, and activities of the parties involved in the
execution of the Works. The Employer is advised to consult with the World Bank to agree the
issues to be included which may also address: climate adaptation, land acquisition and
resettlement, indigenous people, etc. The policy should set the frame for monitoring,
continuously improving processes and activities and for reporting on the compliance with the
policy.

The policy shall include a statement that, for the purpose of the policy and/or code of conduct,
the term “child” / “children” means any person(s) under the age of 18 years.

The policy should, as far as possible, be brief but specific and explicit, and measurable, to
enable reporting of compliance with the policy in accordance with Sub-Clause 30.3 of the
General Conditions of Contract.

As a minimum, the policy is set out to the commitments to:

1. apply good international industry practice to protect and conserve the natural
environment and to minimize unavoidable impacts;

2. provide and maintain a healthy and safe work environment and safe systems of
work;

3. protect the health and safety of local communities and users, with particular
concern for those who are disabled, elderly, or otherwise vulnerable;

4. be intolerant of, and enforce disciplinary measures for illegal activities. To be
intolerant of, and enforce disciplinary measures for gender-based violence,
inhumane treatment, sexual exploitation, rape, sexual abuse, sexual activity with
children, and sexual harassment;

5. incorporate a gender perspective and provide an enabling environment where
women and men have equal opportunity to participate in, and benefit from,
planning and development of the Works;

6. work co-operatively, including with end users of the Works, relevant authorities,
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contractors and local communities;

7. engage with and listen to affected persons and organizations and be responsive to
their concerns, with special regard for vulnerable, disabled, and elderly people;

8. provide an environment that fosters the exchange of information, views, and ideas
that is free of any fear of retaliation, and protects whistleblowers;

9. minimize the risk of communicable diseases and to mitigate the effects of
communicable diseases associated with the execution of the Works;

The policy should be signed by the senior manager of the Employer. This is to signal the
intent that it will be applied rigorously.

MINIMUM CONTENT OF ES REQUIREMENTS

In preparing detailed specifications for ES requirements, the specialists should refer to and
consider:

project reports e.g. ESIA/ESMP
consent/permit conditions
required standards including World Bank Group EHS Guidelines
relevant international conventions or treaties etc., national legal and/or regulatory
requirements and standards (where these represent higher standards than the WBG
EHS Guidelines)
e relevant international standards e.g. WHO Guidelines for Safe Use of Pesticides
e relevant sector standards e.g. EU Council Directive 91/271/EEC Concerning Urban
Waste Water Treatment
e grievance redress mechanism including types of grievances to be recorded and how to
protect confidentiality e.g. of those reporting allegations of SEA.
e SEA prevention and management.
The detail specification for ES should, to the extent possible, describe the intended outcome
rather than the method of working.

The ES requirements should be prepared in manner that does not conflict with the relevant
General Conditions of Contract and Particular Conditions of Contract.

PAYMENT FOR ES REQUIREMENTS

The Employer’s ES and procurement specialists should consider how the Contractor will cost
the delivery of the ES requirements. In the majority of cases, the payment for the delivery of
ES requirements shall be a subsidiary obligation of the Contractor covered under the prices
quoted for other Bill of Quantity items or activities. For example, normally the cost of
implementing work place safe systems of work, including the measures necessary for ensuring
traffic safety, shall be covered by the Bidder’s rates for the relevant works. Alternatively,
provisional sums could be set aside for discrete activities for example for HIV counselling
service, and, and, GBV/SEA awareness and sensitization awareness and sensitization or to
encourage the contractor to deliver additional ES outcomes beyond the requirement of the
Contract.

These General Conditions of Contract (GCC), read in conjunction with the Particular
Conditions of Contract (PCC) and other documents listed therein, should be a complete
document expressing fairly the rights and obligations of both parties.

These General Conditions of Contract have been developed on the basis of considerable
international experience in the drafting and management of contracts, bearing in mind a trend
in the construction industry towards simpler, more straightforward language.

The GCC can be used for both smaller admeasurement contracts and lump sum contracts.

The “Accepted Contract Amount” means the amount
accepted in the Letter of Acceptance for the execution and
completion of the Works and the remedying of any
defects.

The “Activity Schedule” is a schedule of the activities
comprising the construction, installation, testing, and
commissioning of the Works in a lump-sum contract. It
includes a lump-sum price for each activity, which is used
for valuations and for assessing the effects of Variations
and Compensation Events.

The “Adjudicator” is the person appointed jointly by the
Employer and the Contractor to resolve disputes in the
first instance, as provided for in GCC Clause 23.

“Bank” means the financing institution named in the
PCC.

“Bill of Quantities” means the priced and completed Bill
of Quantities forming part of the Bid.

“Compensation Events” are those defined in GCC
Clause 42 hereunder.

The “Completion Date” is the date of completion of the
Works as certified by the Project Manager, in accordance
with GCC Sub-Clause 55.1.

The “Contract” is the Contract between the Employer
and the Contractor to execute, complete, and maintain the
Works. It consists of the documents listed in GCC Sub-
Clause 2.3 below.

The “Contractor” is the party whose Bid to carry out the
Works has been accepted by the Employer.

The “Contractor’s Bid” is the completed bidding
document submitted by the Contractor to the Employer.

The “Contract Price” is the Accepted Contract Amount
stated in the Letter of Acceptance and thereafter as
adjusted in accordance with the Contract.

“Days” are calendar days; months are calendar months.

A “Defect” is any part of the Works not completed in
accordance with the Contract.

The “Defects Liability Certificate” is the certificate
issued by Project Manager upon correction of defects by
the Contractor.

The “Defects Liability Period” is the period named in
the PCC pursuant to GCC Sub-Clause 36.1 and
calculated from the Completion Date.

“Drawings” means the drawings of the Works, as
included in the Contract, and any additional and modified
drawings issued by (or on behalf of) the Employer in
accordance with the Contract, include calculations and
other information provided or approved by the Project
Manager for the execution of the Contract.

The “Employer” is the party who employs the Contractor
to carry out the Works, as specified in the PCC.

“Equipment” is the Contractor’s machinery and vehicles
brought temporarily to the Site to construct the Works.

“In writing” or “written” means hand-written, type-
written, printed or electronically made, and resulting in a
permanent record;

The “Initial Contract Price” is the Contract Price listed
in the Employer’s Letter of Acceptance.

The “Intended Completion Date” is the date on which
it is intended that the Contractor shall complete the
Works. The Intended Completion Date is specified in
the PCC. The Intended Completion Date may be revised
only by the Project Manager by issuing an extension of
time or an acceleration order.

“Materials” are all supplies, including consumables,
used by the Contractor for incorporation in the Works.

“Plant” is any integral part of the Works that shall have
a mechanical, electrical, chemical, or biological function.

The “Project Manager” is the person named in the
PCC (or any other competent person appointed by the
Employer and notified to the Contractor, to act in
replacement of the Project Manager) who is responsible
for supervising the execution of the Works and
administering the Contract.

“PCC” means Particular Conditions of Contract.
The “Site” is the area defined as such in the PCC.

“Site Investigation Reports” are those that were
included in the bidding document and are factual and
interpretative reports about the surface and subsurface
conditions at the Site.

“Specifications” means the Specifications of the Works
included in the Contract and any modification or addition
made or approved by the Project Manager.

The “Start Date” is given in the PCC. It is the latest date
when the Contractor shall commence execution of the
Works. It does not necessarily coincide with any of the
Site Possession Dates.

A “Subcontractor” is a person or corporate body who
has a Contract with the Contractor to carry out a part of
the work in the Contract, which includes work on the Site.

“Temporary Works” are works designed, constructed,
installed, and removed by the Contractor that are needed
for construction or installation of the Works.

A “Variation” is an instruction given by the Project
Manager which varies the Works.

The “Works” are what the Contract requires the
Contractor to construct, install, and turn over to the
Employer, as defined in the PCC.

“Contractor’s Personnel” refers to all personnel whom
the Contractor utilizes on the Site or other places where
the Works are carried out, including the staff, labor and
other employees of each Subcontractor.

“Key Personnel” means the positions (if any) of the
Contractor’s personnel that are stated in the
Specifications.

“ES” means Environmental and Social (including Sexual
Exploitation and Abuse (SEA) and Sexual Harassment
(SH);

“Sexual Exploitation and Abuse” “(SEA)” means the
following:

The language of the Contract and the law governing the Contract
are stated in the PCC.

Throughout the execution of the Contract, the Contractor shall
comply with the import of goods and services prohibitions in the

(@) as a matter of law or official regulations, the Borrower’s
country prohibits commercial relations with that country; or

(b) by an act of compliance with a decision of the United
Nations Security Council taken under Chapter VII of the
Charter of the United Nations, the Borrower’s Country
prohibits any import of goods from that country or any
payments to any country, person, or entity in that country.

The Contractor may subcontract with the approval of the Project
Manager, but may not assign the Contract without the approval
of the Employer in writing. Subcontracting shall not alter the
Contractor’s obligations. The Contractor shall require that its
Subcontractors execute the Works in accordance with the
Contract, including complying with the relevant ES requirements
and the obligations set out in Sub-Clause 26.1of the General
Conditions of Contract.

The Contractor shall cooperate and share the Site with other
contractors, public authorities, utilities, and the Employer
between the dates given in the Schedule of Other Contractors, as
referred to in the PCC.

The Employer will, if
requested by the Contractor, use its best endeavors in a timely
and expeditious manner to assist the Contractor in obtaining any
local, state, national, or government permission required for
bringing in the Contractor’s personnel.

The Contractor shall at its own expense provide the means of
repatriation to and the Contractor’s Personnel employed on the
Contract at the Site to their various home countries. It shall also
provide suitable temporary maintenance of all such persons from
the cessation of their employment on the Contract to the date
programmed for their departure. In the event that the Contractor
defaults in providing such means of transportation and
temporary maintenance, the Employer may provide the same to
such personnel and recover the cost of doing so from the
Contractor.

Disorderly conduct. The Contractor shall at all times during the
progress of the Contract use its best endeavors to prevent any
unlawful, riotous or disorderly conduct or behavior by or
amongst the Contractor’s Personnel.

Facilities for Staff and Labor. Except as otherwise stated in the
Specifications, the Contractor shall provide and maintain all
necessary accommodation and welfare facilities for the
Contractor’s Personnel. The Contractor shall also provide
facilities for the Employer’s Personnel as stated in the
Specification.

The Contractor shall, in all dealings with the Contractor’s
Personnel, pay due regard to all recognized festivals, official
holidays, religious or other customs and all local laws and
regulations pertaining to the employment of labor.

The Contractor
shall at all times take the necessary precautions to protect the
Contractor’s Personnel employed on the Site from insect and
pest nuisance, and to reduce the danger to their health. The
Contractor shall comply with all the regulations of the local
health authorities, including use of appropriate insecticide.

Alcoholic Liquor or Drugs. The Contractor shall not, otherwise
than in accordance with the laws of the Country, import, sell,
give, barter or otherwise dispose of any alcoholic liquor or
drugs, or permit or allow importation, sale, gift, barter or
disposal thereto by Contractor’s Personnel.

Arms and Ammunition. The Contractor shall not give, barter, or
otherwise dispose of, to any person, any arms or ammunition of
any kind, or allow Contractor’s Personnel to do so.

Funeral Arrangements. The Contractor shall be responsible, to
the extent required by local regulations, for making any funeral
arrangements for any of its local employees who may die while
engaged upon the Works.

Forced Labor. The Contractor, including its Subcontractors,
shall not employ or engage forced labor. Forced labor consists
of any work or service, not voluntarily performed, that is exacted
from an individual under threat of force or penalty, and includes
any kind of involuntary or compulsory labor, such as indentured
labor, bonded labor or similar labor-contracting arrangements.

No persons shall be employed or engaged who have been subject
to trafficking. Trafficking in persons is defined as the
recruitment, transportation, transfer, harboring or receipt of
persons by means of the threat or use of force or other forms of
coercion, abduction, fraud, deception, abuse of power, or of a

Workers’ Organizations. In countries where the relevant labor
laws recognize workers’ rights to form and to join workers’
organizations of their choosing and to bargain collectively
without interference, the Contractor shall comply with such
laws. In such circumstances, the role of legally established
workers’ organizations and legitimate workers’ representatives
will be respected, and they will be provided with information
needed for meaningful negotiation in a timely manner. Where
the relevant labor laws substantially restrict workers’
organizations, the Contractor shall enable alternative means for
the Contractor’s Personnel to express their grievances and
protect their rights regarding working conditions and terms of
employment.

The Contractor shall base
the employment of Contractor’s Personnel on the principle of
equal opportunity and fair treatment, and shall not discriminate
with respect to any aspects of the employment relationship,
including recruitment and hiring, compensation (including
wages and benefits), working conditions and terms of
employment, access to training, job assignment, promotion,
termination of employment or retirement, and disciplinary
practices.

Special measures of protection or assistance to remedy past
discrimination or selection for a particular job based on the
inherent requirements of the job shall not be deemed
discrimination. The Contractor shall provide protection and
assistance as necessary to ensure non-discrimination and equal
opportunity, including for specific groups such as women,
people with disabilities, migrant workers and children (of
working age in accordance with GCC Sub-Clause 9.3.15).

Contractor’s Personnel Grievance Mechanism. The Contractor
shall have a grievance mechanism for Contractor’s Personnel,
and where relevant the workers’ organizations stated in GCC
Sub-Clause 9.3.17, to raise workplace concerns. The grievance
mechanism shall be proportionate to the nature, scale, risks and
impacts of the Contract. The mechanism shall address concerns

promptly, using an understandable and transparent process that
provides timely feedback to those concerned in a language they
understand, without any retribution, and shall operate in an
independent and objective manner.

The Contractor’s Personnel shall be informed of the grievance
mechanism at the time of engagement for the Contract, and the
measures put in place to protect them against any reprisal for its
use. Measures will be put in place to make the grievance
mechanism easily accessible to all Contractor’s Personnel.

The grievance mechanism shall not impede access to other
judicial or administrative remedies that might be available, or
substitute for grievance mechanisms provided through
collective agreements.

The grievance mechanism may utilize existing grievance
mechanisms, providing that they are properly designed and
implemented, address concerns promptly, and are readily
accessible to Contractor’s Personnel. EXisting grievance
mechanisms may be supplemented as needed with Contract-
specific arrangements.

Training of Contractor’s Personnel. The Contractor shall
provide appropriate training to relevant Contractor’s Personnel
on ES aspects of the Contract, including appropriate
sensitization on prohibition of SEA and SH, and health and
safety training.

As stated in the Specification or as instructed by the Project
Manager, the Contractor shall also allow appropriate
opportunities for the relevant Contractor’s Personnel to be
trained on ES aspects of the Contract by the Employer’s
Personnel.

The Contractor shall provide training on SEA, including its
prevention, to any of its personnel who has a role to supervise
other Contractor’s Personnel.

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APPENDIX A
TO GENERAL CONDITIONS

Fraud and Corruption
(Text in this Appendix shall not be modified)

1. Purpose

1.1 The Bank’s Anti-Corruption Guidelines and this annex apply with respect to procurement
under Bank Investment Project Financing operations.

2. Requirements

2.1 The Bank requires that Borrowers (including beneficiaries of Bank financing); bidders
(applicants/proposers),consultants, contractors and suppliers; any sub-contractors, sub-
consultants, service providers or suppliers; any agents (whether declared or not); and any
of their personnel, observe the highest standard of ethics during the procurement process,
selection and contract execution of Bank-financed contracts, and refrain from Fraud and
Corruption.

2.2 To this end, the Bank:
a. Defines, for the purposes of this provision, the terms set forth below as follows:

I.  “corrupt practice” is the offering, giving, receiving, or soliciting,
directly or indirectly, of anything of value to influence improperly the
actions of another party;

ii. “fraudulent practice” is any act or omission, including misrepresentation,
that knowingly or recklessly misleads, or attempts to mislead, a party to
obtain financial or other benefit or to avoid an obligation;

iii. “collusive practice” is an arrangement between two or more parties
designed to achieve an improper purpose, including to influence
improperly the actions of another party;

Iv. “coercive practice” is impairing or harming, or threatening to impair or
harm, directly or indirectly, any party or the property of the party to
influence improperly the actions of a party;

V. “obstructive practice” is:

(a) deliberately destroying, falsifying, altering, or concealing of
evidence material to the investigation or making false statements
to investigators in order to materially impede a Bank
investigation into allegations of a corrupt, fraudulent, coercive,
or collusive practice; and/or threatening, harassing, or
intimidating any party to prevent it from disclosing its
knowledge of matters relevant to the investigation or from
pursuing the investigation; or
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(b) acts intended to materially impede the exercise of the Bank’s
inspection and audit rights provided for under paragraph 2.2 e.
below.

b. Rejects a proposal for award if the Bank determines that the firm or individual
recommended for award, any of its personnel, or its agents, or its sub-consultants, sub-
contractors, service providers, suppliers and/ or their employees, has, directly or
indirectly, engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive, coercive, or obstructive practices
in competing for the contract in question;

c. In addition to the legal remedies set out in the relevant Legal Agreement, may take
other appropriate actions, including declaring misprocurement, if the Bank determines
at any time that representatives of the Borrower or of a recipient of any part of the
proceeds of the loan engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive, coercive, or obstructive
practices during the procurement process, selection and/or execution of the contract in
question, without the Borrower having taken timely and appropriate action
satisfactory to the Bank to address such practices when they occur, including by failing
to inform the Bank in a timely manner at the time they knew of the practices;

d. Pursuant to the Bank’s Anti- Corruption Guidelines and in accordance with the Bank’s
prevailing sanctions policies and procedures, may sanction a firm or individual, either
indefinitely or for a stated period of time, including by publicly declaring such firm or
individual ineligible (i) to be awarded or otherwise benefit from a Bank-financed
contract, financially or in any other manner;1 (ii) to be a nominated2 sub-contractor,
consultant, manufacturer or supplier, or service provider of an otherwise eligible firm
being awarded a Bank-financed contract; and (iii) to receive the proceeds of any loan
made by the Bank or otherwise to participate further in the preparation or
implementation of any Bank-financed project;

e. Requires that a clause be included in bidding/request for proposals documents and in
contracts financed by a Bank loan, requiring (i) bidders(applicants/proposers),
consultants, contractors, and suppliers, and their sub-contractors, sub-consultants,
service providers, suppliers, agents personnel, permit the Bank to inspects all accounts,
records and other documents relating to the procurement process, selection and/or
contract execution, and to have them audited by auditors appointed by the Bank.

1 For the avoidance of doubt, a sanctioned party’s ineligibility to be awarded a contract shall include, without limitation, (i) applying for
pre-qualification, expressing interest in a consultancy, and bidding, either directly or as a nominated sub-contractor, nominated
consultant, nominated manufacturer or supplier, or nominated service provider, in respect of such contract, and (ii) entering into an
addendum or amendment introducing a material modification to any existing contract.

2 A nominated sub-contractor, nominated consultant, nominated manufacturer or supplier, or nominated service provider (different
names are used depending on the particular bidding document) is one which has been: (i) included by the bidder in its pre-
qualification application or bid because it brings specific and critical experience and know-how that allow the bidder to meet the
qualification requirements for the particular bid; or (ii) appointed by the Borrower.

3 Inspections in this context usually are investigative (i.e., forensic) in nature. They involve fact-finding activities undertaken by the
Bank or persons appointed by the Bank to address specific matters related to investigations/audits, such as evaluating the veracity of
an allegation of possible Fraud and Corruption, through the appropriate mechanisms. Such activity includes but is not limited to:
accessing and examining a firm's or individual's financial records and information, and making copies thereof as relevant;
accessing and examining any other documents, data and information (whether in hard copy or electronic format)
deemed relevant for the investigation/audit, and making copies thereof as relevant; interviewing staff and other relevant
individuals; performing physical inspections and site visits; and obtaining third party verification of information.
