Writing experts recommend paragraphs of
no more than 150 words in three to eight

sentences. Paragraphs should never be
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longer than 250 words. Vary the lengths of
your paragraphs to make them more
interesting. As with sentence length, if all
paragraphs are the same size your writing
will be choppy.
