PROPOSAL FOR STRUCTURAL CHANGES TO SLOTS I, V, AND VII (Nov. 10, 2020)

Per my previously communicated idea to shorten formatives with default C, value -al- (UPX/DEL/CSL/M/NRM) by one syllable, the following changes to Slots I, V,
and VII are proposed. Additionally, in regard to Slot VII for Complex Formatives, three separate proposed structures are presented. Hopefully, the community

will provide a consensus on which of the structures is preferable.

Proposed Slot I Cp Changes

Version for incorporated roots would no longer be shown in Slot I.

Instead, Slot I will now provide an optional shortcut to the default C, value -al-
(UPX/DEL/CSL/M/NRM). If this shortcut is used, then the Slot VII+IX Vr+C, form -al- is elided. Note that the previous phonological values of -w- and -y- have

been eliminated from Slot I and several new values (-hrw-, -hry-, -hnw-, -hny-) have been added.

Proposed Slot V Vy Changes

As before, Slot V functions differently depending on whether the formative is a Simple formative versus a Complex formative. For Simple formatives, the slot
indicates Stem, Version, and Context (plus optional shortcut for the DEV /1 affix). Additionally, Slot V in a Simple formative may optionally be prefixed by the
new Cc infix, which indicates that the Slot VII+IX Vr+C, default form -al- UPX/DEL/CSL/M/NRM) or -as- (UPX/DEL/CSL/M/PRX) have been elided (in order to

shorten the formative by one syllable).

Proposed Slot VII Vg Changes

As before, this Slot functions differently depending on whether the formative is a Simple formative versus a Complex formative.

Slot VII for Simple Formatives: The slot indicates Function and Specification. Additionally optional shortcuts for the DCD,/4, DCD,/5, and NEG,/4 affixes are
now provided.

Slot VII for Complex Formatives: For complex formatives, Slot VII indicates the following information for the main root: Function, Specification, and Stem.
However, I can’t decide which of the following structures to use.

The first alternative parallels the Function and Specification structure of the Slot VII Simple Formative table immediately above, at the expense of showing the
Main root’s stem via the first four columns of the Standard Vowel-Sequence:

For the sake of thoroughness, a third possibility exists as well; this alternative parallels the Stem and Specification structure of the Slot V Complex Formative table
shown earlier, at the expense of showing the Main root’s Function vertically in lieu of Version. However, I do not recommend this third version, because DYN
Function is a more commonly occurring parameter than CPT Version, meaning that the glottal-stop (or Sec. 3.9.1-regulated substitute consonantal conjunct) would be a common

occurrence.
