•  An entry form shall be completed for each piece of art work and emailed to the 

FoCCP Art Competition coordinator Mr Paul Phillips at the following email address:

• No individual receipt of entry shall be given.  

 

• Collection of Art work will be allowed, following judging, if requested on the entry 

form. If Art work is not claimed within 4 weeks of the judging decision being made 

public, then the Art work becomes the property of FoCCP.  
 

• All entries will be assessed by an appointed judging panel. All decisions are final. FoCCP 

reserves the right to disqualify any entry that is deemed inappropriate or does not 

conform to the competition rules.  

• Prizes will be awarded as follows: 

 

o Adult First prize £50 

o Under 16 years prize £20  

o Under 10 years prize £10 

Note: Adults Prizes maybe awarded as vouchers for local businesses to the 

monetary value stated above. U16 and U10 prizes shall be awarded as a gift card or 

similar. 

 

• Submission date for the competition will be displayed on FoCCP website. Submissions 

will not be accepted once the notified deadline lapses. 
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• Winners will be contacted via the contact details provided on the attached entry form 

and will also be displayed on FoCCP website. If no response is received after five 

business days, a new winner will be selected and the previous winner will forfeit all 

rights to the prize.  

 

• By entering the contest, entrants agree that images of all Art work submitted can be 

used by FoCCP for advertising purposes. This may comprise website and social media 

content as well as printed media such as banners, posters and pamphlets. This also 

includes any calendars produced by FoCCP. 

 

•  FoCCP may produce calendars using images taken from the Art work supplied from the 

competition. These will be offered for sale with all proceeds going towards funding 

work in the park.  

 

• A selection of Art work may also be displayed in Cotgrave Library as a feature to 

celebrate the Country Park.  

 

• Entries will not be accepted unless submitted via the official competition channel.  

 

• The prizes must be collected by the winner and are non-transferable. There is an aim 

to have a presentation ceremony for each of the winners. 

 
 

• By entering the competition individuals agree to the rules outlined above.  

 

• All Art work must be original work, by the entrants.
