A Note from The Pastor 
 
Dear Parishioners, 
 
             

 When we focus on current events, 
we recognize that we live in a time in 
which wrongdoing is all around us. This is 
nothing new. Sin has been present to the 
human condition since the time of our 
first two parents, Adam and Eve. But our 
time is different. We live in twenty-four-
hour news cycle. Years ago, when I was a 
boy, the news appeared two or three times 
a day. The one delivering the news in 
front of the camera, whose image was 
then beamed into our living rooms, would 
mention the essential headlines and move 
on, since there was limited time in which 
to fit in all that was to be reported. Today, 
on the other hand, we have cable news re-
porting all day long, seven days a week, 
and people on their various social media 
platforms reiterating the news and adding 
commentary. Let’s be honest. Most of the 
news and the narration that follows is 
negative. Therefore, we do well, if we 
would like some more peace in our minds 
and hearts, to limit our consumption of 
this so-called news.    
 Dom Augustin Guillerand points 
out that perhaps instead of focusing on 
current events so much we should fix our 
eyes on God’s love, which is always 
news—good news. Guillerand states, “The 
future does not rest with us. It is not what 
we make of it, for God alone has the plan-
ning of it. The most we can do is to accept 
trustingly His divine action, which is the 
expression of His love. We must not think 
so much about people, and things and 
events: that side of life is so depressing. 
We should look rather at Him who with 
kingly power controls these shifting 
scenes, making them fit in according to 

the plan of His infinite love. We should 
steep ourselves more in this spirit of faith, 
which alone is reasonable and true. That 
is how God sees things. In all He does or 
permits, He sees and desires only His own 
love, and that is what we should see and 
desire too.” (Augustin Guillerand, They 
Speak by Silences, [1955], p. 55). 
 The holy monk continues, “It is 
quite true that the world seems in a very 
bad way. It is full of evil and hatred. How 
can we see love, where everything points 
the other way? We do not see it: we be-
lieve it. To believe is to see things in God’s 
light; to leave everything to Him Who 
says: ‘Your bodily eyes and your reason 
see only evil, but this is superficial. At the 
bottom of everything is Love . . . Believe 
My Word.’ Faith does, indeed, call for a 
very big sacrifice, but this same faith gives 
us a sense of security and peace, which 
might almost be called infinite, so surely 
does it rest on the Word of God Himself. 
Here we have the profound secret of 
Christian serenity in the midst of the most 
painful trials, which are only passing, 
whereas the Word of God is something 
eternal.” (Ibid.).
