KCTA has promoted physical fitness through the sport of tennis for more than 50 years by providing free clinics, 
sponsoring youth leagues, organizing adult tournament play, and supporting our local college programs.  Two years ago, 
we expanded our support of the community by launching an initiative to provide racquets and shoes to high school 
athletes who cannot afford their own.  We have already donated over 700 racquets, 400 pairs of shoes, and 10,000 
practice balls to 26 high schools.  This donated equipment has given hundreds of student athletes the opportunity to be 
part of team, learn a lifetime sport, and discover that members of their community care about them.  The genuine 
gratitude has been evident in the hundreds of testimonials received.  All appreciate the direct benefit of better 
equipment, but the number who talk about the impact on their self-esteem and the joy they experience from 
discovering someone cares has been touching.

It all started because he went to watch one of my matches and has been 
going ever since.  Tennis brought my dad and me together again.  It’s something we bond over.  I just want to thank you 
and Mr. G., for introducing me to such a beautiful sport.  It’s brought nothing but positivity into my life, and I can’t wait 
to see how far I’ll go as an athlete. “
